More Civil Servants

OTTAWA, Jan 13—(CP)—Chan-
ges in regulations covering the ap-
pQintment of civil servants to the

ermanent staff were announced
oday by the treasury board.

By an orcer-in-council passed
in 1940 the proportion of perman-
ent employees in each unit of the
civil service way restricted to spe-
cified percentaages which varied
from 100 per cent in some peace-
time units down to none in purely
temporary units such as war de-
pariments.

In addition, permanent appoint-
ment may be granted an employee
who now holds or Is assigned to “a
position of continuing indetermin-
ate duration for which he is qual-
ified,” provicing the employee has
been continuously employed since
prior to the war or is a  qualified
war veteran appointed during the
war and has completed a minimum
of one year's satisfactory service,

It is expected that the change in
regulations will result in some
1,500 civil servants in Ottawa and
4,000 across Canada being moved
from temvorary to vermaneit
classifications.

A six day planning confsrence !

has recently concluded at Wcoster,
Ohjo. In attendance were student
delegations exceeding five hund-
red and representing twenty two
countries exclusive of the United
States and Canada. The latter was
represented by a delegation of for-
ty three of whcm five were from
Maritime ° universities,  namely,
Joan Archibald and Margaret far-
quhar of Dalhouzie, Eileen Wallace
of the University of New Brunswick.

Leard of Mount Allison.

The participating agencles at the
conference were the Student Chris-
tlan Movement (Canada), Student
Volunteer Moven.ent, National In-
tercollegiate Christian Council, and
Commission on University Work of
the Council of Church Boards of
Education,

Christian Reconstruction

That “Christian Reconstruction
begins whereever we are” was the
theme heard throughout the con-
ference as this gigantic  problem
was dealt with in seminars, panel
discussions and addresses. .
Karl Downs, president ¢/ Samuel
Houston College, sounded the key-
note of the discussion when he
stated: “World reconstruction is not
a bewildering appendix to college
life which a student suddenly fac-
es when he graduates We are un-
able to deal with prejudices of the
world until we have dealt with the
prejudices of our own campus.
We cannot change others if we
faith¢
ourselves.” It was felt that un-
4irlying all reconstruction activ-
ities must be a reccenon that
gatchlng up a way of
ecome & way of death.

Dr. John MacKay, president of
Princeton Theological Sen.inary,
declared that “we must press for
permanent international collabor-
ztion that will extend to the world's |
eccnomic as well as political lfe.
Most important of all, let us re-'
member that if there is to be a;
werld order of justice and peace,
democracy must be extended in the |
life of the individual nations re-
presented here. Let each of us
work to eliminate race discrimin-
ation, insure intellectual and reli-
glous liberty, and enlarge econom-
ic opportunity in his own coun-
try. Les us pledge our hearts and
lives this dav to the cause of all
free mankini.”

For purposes of study the con-
ference me! in three successive se-
einars. The first discussed «the
problems, work, and opportunity of
the church in nine major  world
areas exclusive of North America
The second discussed “pioneer areas
in North America” including min-
ority racial groups, migrants, share-
croppers, and refugees. Recogniz-
ing that lay cccupations can  be
as truly Christian vocations as are
those of the missionary or minis-
ter, and that reconstruction is &
task in «ll communities for alli

those committed to service, the!
seminar dealt with “Vocat-
jon in Christian Reconstruction.”

Other highlights of the confer-
ence were the penel discussion by
foreign students led by Henry P.
Van Dusen of Union _ Theological
S>minary, and the closing dedi-d
cation service at which the eniire
delegation dedicated then.zelves
to the fulfilment of the idea's and
cbjectives of the conference.

MONTREAL, Jan. 13—(CPi—
Morris W. Wilson, dealing witk
post-way schemes in hig presiden:

| tial address to shareholders of the

Royal Bank at their. annual meet-
ing today; assertec. that “imple-
mentation of the socialists plan
would ruin this generation and set
Canada back centuries.”

He stated that when the post-
war time comes “we shall be able
to look forward with pride upon
our notabic industrial contribu-
tion to winning the mightiest war
of all times, a contribution sharec
i by workmen and enterprisers
alike which has surprised our Al-
lies, our enemies and ecven our-
sclves.”

Mr. Wilson adced: “Despite” thiz
fact we are being told by all th:
publicity methods revolutionary
partisang can devise that in orde:
to win the peace we must change
our entire economic system an‘
launch out into new and untrie¢
paths. It is well that every Canad-

fan should understand clearly the-

implications of the policies heing
advocatec by these revolutionary
doctrinaires

I use the word advisedly because
it is noteworthy that those whc
would abolish private enterprise
and the right of a man to choose
his own means of carning a living
for himself and his family are not
in the main experienced in admin-
istration of practical affairs.”

Mr. Wilson listed the Genera.
objectives to be sought after war
by business as follows: 1. Seek the
best means of turning Canada’s
abundane resources into use for
the benefit of the oountry. 2. Plan
to eliminate mass unemployment
anc remove the fear caused by
feeling of insecurity; 3. Bring to-
gether the interests of  business,
agriculture and labor; 4. Preserve
the country’s front against infla-
tion, while affording protection
from stagnation and depression.

He continued: “I do not see any
reason why the post-war perlod
should be approached in any de-
featist attitude. Surely the quality
and magnitude of our contribution
fo the war effort should encourage
us to feel that we shall be able to
cope with problems of the post-war
period in a worthy manner.”

Discussing the proposals for a
vost-war cxchange stabilization
fund to operate on a world-wide
basis, Mr, Wilson expressed the
view that no such scheme has any
chance of success in the decade
succeeding the conflict unless it
includes a plan whereby the more
fortunate natlons make substan-
tial ccotuidutions to the relief, re-
habilitation and reconstruction ol
Europe and Asia.
