AUSSIA WILL
BUILD MORE SHiPS

St. PETERSBURG, Feb, 4.~The Admir-
alty, having definitely commitled itself
to the policy of rebuilding and greatly in:
creasing the size of the navy, although
the detailed programme has not yet been
eompleted, is already being besieged by
foreign firms anxious to secupe contracts.

These firms are having little success
however, as only a single French firm
has thus far obtained a contract for
a large ship. Several other contracts
may be awarded; but the Admiralty
has decideéd, instead of placing con-
tracts abroad, tc attract foreign capi-
tal to Russia for the erection of mew
yards with the general purpose of en-
couraging and -creating a "vast ship-
building jndustry at home, which even-
tually Wwill render the complete inde-
pendence of the country to foreign build-
ers, In this matter the Admiralty is dis-
playing -a friendly disposition towards
the United States and there is
reason to believe that the admiralty
has received an offer from American
capitalists who are willing to embark
in the enterprise, on condition of obtain-
ing a sufficiently liberal contract. An-
drew Carnegit's approaching visit is+be-
lieved to be directly concerned with this
proposition,
