| ated on the next. Time must be
| taken to make certain that the
diagnosis is correct and there are
no complicaticns such as ancmlia or
weakness of the heart.”

By careful observation, X-ray
and dye tests, and strengthening
the patient by giving liquids, sugar,
and proteins, the removal of the
gall bladder is not the “dangerous”
operation of former years.
