MO , May 8 —(CP)—

“I think it would be one of the
greatest things to happen to Can-
ada, and certainly to Montreal. In

_have been able to offer was
hold the winter games,
have the climate and
resources for that, but with this
new stadium and other sports ac-
commodations which will be erect-
ed we would be able to hold the
summer contests.”
