No airplane  will ever bhe able
to fly faster than 650 miles per
hour. So it is concluded by Mr.
A. E. Parker, a contributor to
Flight, the official organ of the
Royal Aero Club. Mr. Parker de-
duces this statement from an elabs
orate and abstruse mathematical
calculation, on which he asks for
the opinions of other econtributors,
He bases his calculation on the
action of an airscrew on the air
through which it propels the ajre
plane. He argues thatthe pressure
of the air.in front of the .airscrew
is less than normal atmospheric
pressure, and hence that “an afr-
plane as it flies is preceded by a
wave of reduced pressure.” He
then uses mathematics to prove
that the maximum speed with
which a wave of pressure oan
travel through alr 1s the speed of
a_ sound-wave, that is, 760 m.ph.
This, he says, is therefore indi~
cated as the absolute maximum
speed of an airscrew-driven aire
craft. The highest practical speed
he rates much lower, eg, form
to 650 mph. The best form for
a high-speed alrplane, he says,
