a large force would be available’for' sérvice abroad:
War was declared on August, 4th.. On that day the,
Impetial Government notified the Canadian. Govern-
ment ‘that there seemed no inimediate necessity for an
expeditionary force but:suggested that the Govern-
ment take such steps as might be deemed necessary
to raise a force if required. In the ‘meantime; on-Au-
. gust 2, the Minister of Militia, then General Sir Sam
e ‘Hughes, was given authority to take over the control
of telegraphs and cables. Ou August 3 the Finance
Minister, Hon Thomas White, was given power to
4mend the Banking system by providing an emergency
increase of Dominion notes and to make special ad-
vances to banks on approved secutity. Another order
provided for additional ‘bank = circulation and for
guarding the gold supply. This prompt action aver-
~ ted panic in thé financial situation.
On August 4th, the day war was declared, the Ca-
' padian Goveérnment was summoned. On the same
day all' Canadian vessels were placed at the disposal
of the Imperial Government and an order was passed
placing the naval forces and naval volunteers on ac-
tive service. On August 5 the Minister of Militia
. was authorized to call out units of the active service
militia ; it was ordered that the Royal Canadian Regi-
ment permanent corps be increased from s9u. to 922.
It was also declared that a state of war existed and
orders were issued for the detention of merchant
© ships of the enemy.
