On Education

“Bducation and Winston vrilire-
hill” was the subject of the follow-
ing interesting address before the
Mt. Herbert Women’'s Institute
S. Franks:

“It 18 evident, sald Mrs. Frank,
«“that even during a war, the sub-
ject of Education is of great im-
portacice. More Interest in Edu-
oation wag shown this year at the
Annual Conventlon of the Wo-
men’s Institutes of P.EI, than ever |
before and you, members and |
friends of the Mt. Herbert Women’s
Institute, have asked me to be|
your guest speaker, evem _though
you knew beforehand that I would
again speak of ¢he meeds cof a more
modern system of education. |
-But I ghall only repeat briefly
what the war is showing so clear-
ly—that this is a Machine Age in
a changing world, and whether |
we like it or not, we must adjust |
our education to such a world.
Our young people must understand
the new forces in this world; they
cannot go on cramming a few La-
tin and  French grammatical
phrases, and yet not be taught how
to write or speak a correct Eng-
lish sentence. They cannot go on
blindly memorizing a few rules in

ebra and Geometry and yet be
entirely ignorant of the simplest
laws of physics and chemistry and
the new discoveries in every field
of human endeavor. |

Our young 1peo'p]e must not be
classified as slow or stupid be-
cause they prefer to take a ma-
ohine apart nather than to repeat,
parrot-like, certain marked pas-
sages of the Lady <f the Lake! Our
young girls must not wait until
they are members of a Woman'’s
Imstitute before they learn about
nutrition and the care of infants!
Such subjects must be taught in
school as will be a llving part of
life outside of school walli; and
these subjects can only ccme alive
{f discussion and experimentation
and actual contact take the place
of dead memorization|

Then, the special Interests and
abilities of children must be de-
veloped. Those who belleve that
allowing a child to do what he
wishes to do and what he can best
do, means to pamper him and rob
him of
and effort, do not understand the
difference betweem the effects of
force within and force Imposed
. No one does anay-
thing he does not wish to do—it
is only a question of why-—does he
wish to do a thing to avoid pun-
ishment or gain reward, or does
he wish to do something because
it Is the thing that interests him
more than anything else? Men
gladly suffer hunger and cold and
eath to sh that which

important; no great achievement
has ever come from an imposed
task—and now I shall quote from
the Autobiography of our own
Winston Churchill, First Lord of
the Admiralty, to illustrate some
of the evils of the old educational
system that is regretted hy many
and what he thought of it, and
how he barely escaped becoming a
vl(]::t.ltmthod’ it.

vantage over the cleverer boys.
They all went on to learn Latin
and Greek and splendid things

like that. But we were considered
such dunces that we could learn
only English! Thus I got Into my
bones the essential structure of
the ordinary English sentence
which is a noble. thing. Natural-
ly I am blased in favor of boys
learning English. I would make
them all learn English; and them
I would let the clever omes learn
Latin as an honor and Greek as &
treat. But the only thing I would
whip them for would be for not
knowing English.

“It was thought incongmious that
I succeeded in ‘the premlin-
ary examination for the army class
at Harrow while still almost at the
bottom of the school. Many boys
far above me failed in it. Luck
partly explained my success. We
| knew we shculd be asked to draw
 from memory a map of some coun-
i try. The night before, by way of
final preparation, I put the names
of all the maps in the atlas into a
hat and drew out New Zealand. I
applied my good memory to the
geography of that Dominion, Sure
enough, the first question in the
paper was: ‘Draw a map of New
Zealand.’

Military Oareer

“My cholce of a military career
was entirely due to my collection
of toy soldiers. I had nearly 1500,
organized as an Iinfantry division
| with a cavalny brigade. One day
:my father pald g formal visit of
| inspection. All the troops were
arranged in the correct forma-
tion of attack. He spent 20 min-
utes studying the scene. At the
end he asked me if I would like to
g0 Into the Army. I thought it
would be splendid to command an
|army, so I sald, ‘yes’ at once; and
immediately T was taken at my
word. For years I thought my
father had discerned in me the
qualities of military genuis. I was
told later that he had only con-
cluded that I was not clever enough
to go to the Bar! Henceforth all
my education was directed to pass-
ing into the Royal Military Col-
lege at Sandhurst and afterwards
to the technical details of the pro-
fesston of arms. Anything elée I
had to pick up for myself

“Up to this time I had been dis-
couraged by my school days. Ex-
cept in Fencing, in which I had
won the Public School Champion-
ship, I had achievea no distine-
tion. All my contemporaries nad
seemed better adapted to the con-
ditions of our little world. They
were far better hoth at games and
at lessons. It is mot pleasant to
feel oneself so completely out-
classed at the very beginning of
the race—

“At Sandhurst T had a new start.
I was nop longer handicapped by
past neglect of Latin, French or
Mathematics. We had now to
learn fresh things and we all start-
ed equal. For the first time, T was
deeply  interested in mv  work.
There were conly thrce terms —
One could feel onself growing up
almost every week. My course at
Sandhurst soon came to an end.

“Instead of creeping in at the
bottom, almost by charity, I pass-
ed out with hogors, eight in my
Batch of 150. I mention this be-
cause it shows that I could learn
quickly enough the things that
mattered to me.”

Roosevelt Seeks |

Americas Trade

WASHINGTON, July 22—(AP)—

His message said that it was in
the interests of United States pro=-
ducers of wheat, cotton, beef, metals
and other export products as wel
as producers in other American re-
publics, “that there shall not be &
disorganized or cutthroat market in
‘those commodities which we all ex- |

ort.” i
s The President indicated that the
assistance was contemplated only on
a temporary basis, his message ex-|
pressing the hope “that before an-,
other year world trade can be re-

established.”

The authority of the export-im-
port bank, which was set up origin-
ally in 1934 to foster trade with
Russia, will expire next vear unless
Congress again renews it

The bank’s present caYlml is $200,- |
000,600. The additiona $500.000,000
probably would be made available to
Latin American glovernments and
central banks for loans to export
producers rather than for outright
purchases of export surpluses in an
effort to keep them off the market.
