Committee Appointed
to Receive and Dis-
burse Contributions
for Relief of Suf-
fering People in
Neighboring
Province

A meeting of the -citizens of
Charlottetown was held in the
Strand Theatre last evening, but
owing to many other events being
on at the same time, it was not
very largely attended. The object
of the meeting was to declde what
action was to be taken by the peo-
ple of this city in connction with
affording relief to the sufering peo-
ple of Nova Scotia who, through
the exigencies caused by the iMin-
ers’ Strike are at present in a state
bordering on starvation.

His Worship Mayor McKenna oc-
cupled the chair and in opening
the meeting read a telegram from
the Mayor of Stellarton which stat-
ed that any offerings of produce or
clothing, etc.,, could be used at
Stellarton, In declaring the meet-
ing open His Worship deplored
the fact that there was not a larg-
er attendance but he felt sure that
it was not caused by any desire on
the part of the citizens to deny of-
ferings of Relief to the sufferers.
His Worship asked Rev. W. O.
Mulligan to address the meeting.
Rev. Mr. Mulligan felt sure that
there was need in the various dis-
tricts and it was up to citizens to
help as far as possible. He sugges-
ted 4 committee of citizens be ap-
pointed which would send contri-
butions of provisions, etc., to a
Central committee in the affected
{areas. The issue was not whether
the conditions as. they exist at pre-
gsent were from justifiable circum-
stances or not but that the suffer-
ing people should not be permitted
to want if the people of this city
had it in their power to alleviate
their sufferings.

Mpr, Trainor of the Railroad Tele-
graphers, was glad to be present
and to be allied with the endeavor
to bring Relief to  the suffering
people of Nova Scotia.

Will Be Excavated

ROME, Apr. 6—Treasure which
will rival the ancient hoard discov-
ered in the Bgyptian Valley of the
Kings is expected to be uncovered
during the excavation of a vast
burial ground of the ancients near
Rome.

This necropolis covers 700 acres.
Already funreal implements, bronze
figures, clay vases and children’s
toys have been found among the
disturbed debris of centuries old
civilization. Only seven acres of
the vast burying ground has
investigated. Tn ancient
necropolis. covered 700 acres, DAE
Caere, one of the twelve great cit-
ies of BEtruria in olden times. For
eight successive centuries the in-
habitants of a  neighboring city,
whose name has not been learned,
were buried in the necropolls, which
is now the site of a small village
about 27 miles from Rome.
