CAMPBELLTON, June 16.—Word
reaching here tonight was to the ef-
fect that about fifteen homes and
three mills were destroyeq :t Kedge-
wick, (N. B.), fifty miles west of Cam-
pbellton, on the C. N. R. during Sat-
urday as a result of forest fires. The
damage is estimated hetween $35,000
and $40,000, but would undoubtedly
have been much greater and in fact
the entire village of 600 souls was In
danger of being wiped out, had not a
heavy rain come ‘Saturday afternoon
to check the flames. The Campbellton
fire '‘apparatus was loaded on a train
to be dispatched to the scene of the
fire when word came at 3 o'clock Sat-
urday afternoon that an Intense raln
was falling and showed signs of ex-
tinguishing the fire. '

For some time forest fires had been
raging in that vicinity, but it was not
until Saturday *morning that farmers
fh the outlying. districts of Kedge-
wick became alarmed by the fire’s
rapid approach, the wind sweeping It
in that direction. Villages turned out
in large numbers and battled with the
flames for hours. Home after home
was devoured anq the flames were on
a fair way to encircle the village when
the fain took up the task of checking
thelr progress.

GERMAN GOVT. : RESIGNS

Fall Of Government = Resulted From
Dmerences Re Signing
Treaty

LONDON, June 20.—The German
national assembly at Weimar has ac-
cepted the peace treaty, according to
an Exchange Telegraph despatch from
Paris.  The signing of the peace treaty
by Germany, an exchange Telegraph
despatch from Copenhagen, quoting ad-
vices from Weimar, says, is as certain
ag if -the signature had- already been
put to the document. /If the nationul
assembly at Weimar has taken the
action, as in the foregoing agency des-
patch, it has passed upon the peace
treaty a day earlier than the last di-
rect advices from Germany had in-
dicated.

Despatches from Berlin. received
Thursday stated that the assembly "
was expected to make its final decis-
ion on the treaty on Saturday. It was
added that in all probability the as-
sembly would decide to demand that
a plesbiscite be taken. :

German Government Rekighs.

PARIS, June 20.—The Schiedmann
government in Gérmany has tallen. it
was learned here today. News of the
event received during the morping
was confirmed late by military advices
through Coblenz from both Weimar
and Berlin. The downfall of the
Schiedmann government was made
known to the Peace Conference, it is
believed to assure the signing of the
peace treaty by Germany as Philip
Scheidmann, the premier, was under-
stood to be the chief opponent to ac-

ceptance of the revised terms.

Previous advices had indicated that
fouy members of the Scheidmann cab-
inet were insisting upon the signing of
the treaty and it is presumed here
that this caused the fall of the min-
istry.

French official advices carry the im-
pression - that the nationaly assembly ,
is favorable to the signing of the trea-
ty. Weimar advices stated that the
cabinet, although it has resigned, will
continue in- office temporarily until
President Ebert has heen able to form
a new one,

Up to noon there was no official con-
firmation of the report that Herr
Noske was forming a government. It
is understood here that the fall of the
Scheidmann ~government entails the
fall also of President Ebert. The nat-
ional assembly will probably take mea-
sures to select a successor to Herr
Ebert.

Council ‘of Three Meets

PARIS June 20~-The Council of
Three, composed af Premiers Lloyd
George and Clemenceau and Presi-
dent Wilson met this afternoon and it
is understood discussed the German '
gituation and the Italian cabinet evi-
sis. The Council also was expectdd
to take up the uncompleted sections
of the Austrian peace treaty. It ¥
reported here that the Germans have
asked for a further extension of the
time limit with which to act on the
peace treaty.

Berlin Denies Report.

PARIS, June 20.—All reports con-
cerning ‘changes in the German cab.
