The B-20's from Marlanas bases
lashed the heart of Japan Monday
afternoon (Tokyo time). It was
the heaviest Superfort attack on
Japan proper and came on the
heels of mighty aerial strikes
against Tokyo by waves of carrier
planes from the 5th Fleet that
rzuved in close to Japanese shores
to throw blistering naval sky power
against enemy airflelds and eir-
craft industries,

Fleet Admiral Chester W. Nimitz
said Sunday night in his first com-
munique on Iwo ground fighting
that “the voperauon is proceeding
satisfactorily.”

Initial casualties were described
as ‘considerable” by eve witnesses
aboard Vice Admiral Richmond
Kelley Turner's flagship.

Special categories now in effect
will remain basically the same but
motorists who believe they are
entitled to special categories must
make a new application.

At Montreal
Opposes Tax

MONTREAL, Feb. 19 — (CPJ—
The Montreal Milk Producers’ Co-
operative Agricultural Association
argued In a brief submitted to-
day to the Royal Commission in-
vestigating the taxation of co-op-
eratives that “if the Government
should heed the clamor of those
who are seeking to cripple the ex-
pansion of co-operative agricul-
tural associations in Canada and
attempt to tax their surplus funds,
the result simply would be that
such surpluses will be cut down
to the smallest possible * margin
and there would be nothing
therefore for the Government to
tax.”

“By all means,” said the brief,
one of four presented during the
first day of the commission's Mon=
treal hearings, “tax the indivivdual
for the income he receives, includ-
ing what he gets from his co-
operative enterprises, but leave
the surplus in a genuine co-opera-
tive association alone.”

The association, whose 4,000
members supply more than 90 per
cent of greater Montreal's milk
requirements, remarked through
its spokesman. W. L. Carr, it had
been well sald that the basis of
private enterprise was self-inter-
est but that the basis of co-opera=
tion was the common good,

“It has been recognized for a
number of years by the Dominion
Government that surpluses result-
ing from business done by co-op=
erative associations, for their own
members, are different from pro-
fits made by firms, companies or
individuals doing business with the
public and that what the enemies
of co-operative organizations call
‘profits' are really ‘savings’ that
belong to members of the true
co-operative.”
