WORLD'S TEMPERANCE SUNDAY
Rom. 14: 13 to 15: 3.
Sundady School Lesson, November
12, 1916.

Golden Text—“It is good neither to
eat ffesh, onr to drink wine, nor any
‘thing whereby thy brother stumb-
leth,”—Rom. 14: 21.

It 1s easy to condemn others. If one
points out our faults, instantly there
springs to our lips a retort, “You do
so and so!” When the noble life of
another is a reproach to-ussbecause
of sbme of our practices, with- crit-
ical eye we watch that person and
make much of any wedknesses we
discover. This is not the Christian
spirit. Our task is not to judge others
to seek acts and traits to be con-
demped; our task is to wateh our
own’conduct so that no one who fol-|
lowsour example will ever go astray.
We 'shall be too busy to hunt for
faults of others if we give the nec-
essary time and attention to taking
care we .put no stumbling block in
our brother’s way.

Those ‘who are interested in the
liquor business and those who, for
personal reasons, wish to defend the
use of alcoholic liquors, have made
great efforts to show that alcohol .is a
food. All this effort is beside the
mark. Even if alcohol were clean in
itself. if it could be proved to be a
food the Chgistian must determine his
attitude toward strong drink buy its
effects upon others. The Christian
must ccnesider even the, opinions of
those weak mortals who think using
strong drink is wrong. And there is
left little room for argument when
we know that strong drink does ruin
the character and the life of many
who use it.

The Christian must learn to put a
man’s soul on one side of the scale
and material desire on the other, and
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joy. Anything which brings unright-
Fdllsness. strife, and sorrow, must
be opposed to the Kingdom of God.
Where will strong drink stand in the
light of this test? Before our courts
appeal is made that crim{na]s be
dealt with lightly because drink 1ad
them. to break the law. Drink causes
strife and quarreling. Drink is re-
sponsible for many SOITOWS. What
then should be the Christian’s attit-
ude towards drink (E;le the places
vhere it is dispensed? )
“}{\'o are to follow after things
whereby we may edify one another.
Christians are builders—builders pi
character, builders of helpful instit-
utions, builders of national life. The
Christian is not doing his best wor.-k
when he is tearing down evil instit-
utions, though that may be his duty.
He is to he constructive, not destruc-
tive; though there is what may be
called “destruction in order to con-
struction.”” There will be comparat-
ively little good accomplished by des-
troying the saloon if something as
bad springs up to take its place.
While destroying the liquor traffic,
with its evils, the Church must es-
tablish Christian institutions with
their influence for good. One reason
conversion is the best remedy for
drunkenness is that the evil is cast
out by good, and good remains a pow-
er in the life. We must edify, or build
up good while we seek to tear down
evil,

Of course it is a good thing to have
strong faith, but strong faith is not
to become an excuse for making light
of the Christian who does not possess
this same strong faith. “The faith
which thou hast, have thou to thyself
before God,” says Paul. Even as good
a thing as faith is not to be permitted
to injure in any way a weaker
brother. Absolute confidence that God
will never let strong drink overcome
us, must not make us careless con-
cerning a weaker brother who has
no such conviction or who we might
know could not resist the temptat-
ion which we can so easily resist.

The world says that strength
means privilege. “Might makes
right,” says the philosopher. The
strong man is served by the weak.
This, however, is an unchristian phi!-
osophy. According to Christ he is
greatest who serves most; he truly
leads who considers the interests of
hs followers: the shepherd must bhe
ready to lay down his life for the
sheep. Strength is not an invitation
to privilege but a call to duty. Paul
puts this ‘truth in these words,” Now
we that are strong ought to bear the
infirmities of the weak. In a Christ-
ian land the laws should be construc-

always let a man’s soul outweigh
mataprial - things. We conflemn the
Gadarenes who complained about the
loss of a herd of swine when it was
the price of one man's soul. How
many to-day carp about the value of
the diquor lraf'ﬁ(:, when it is the price
of ¢ountless souls. “Destroy not with
thy meat him for whom Christ died.”

Sgme have argued-that since the
Church is a spiritual institution it

ted to protect the weak, even from
themselves; laws should not be con-
structed primarily to guard the per-
son liberally of the strong.

Paul ¢oes not say that it is our duty
to please our neighbors. Some neigh-
bors are beyond pleasing. What Paul
says is that each one should “please
his neighbor for that which is good
unto edifying.” The Christian’s duty
