WAR VETERANS' PENSIONS—
The Provinclal Command of the!
Canadian Leglon B. E. 8. L. has re-
ceived word to ‘the effect that some
newspaper reports as to the decisions |
of the Pension Appeal Court haq'
been incorrect. For instance on the!
26th of February it was reported that |
out of sixty decisions given by tl1q:
Court only two had been favorable |
to the returned men applying, As a
matter of fact up to that date sixty
decisions had been rendered. Of
these sixty . thirteen were favorable
to the applicants. Five were referred
back to the Tribunal
for rehearing. In six cases leave was
granted to re-open before the Board
of Pensions Commissioners; and the
remaining decisions were unfavor-
able. Ih regard to the War Veterans
Allowance Act, it appears that the
words “permanently umemployable”
have been misunderstood.These words
mean that before s returned man
can get this allowance he must show
evidence that his unemployability is
permanent. The allowance is not
provided for a temporary condltion
as might arise because of incapacity
from injury or disease or cases
where after treatment the applicont
has: reasonable expectation of re-
suming work. In short to get the
a]lown;\ce a man must be perman-
ently unemployable or over  sixty
