There is & penalty of $40.00 for fail-
ure to obey the rules.

The Board of Health requests all
citizens to comply with the regula-
tions at once, and assist in stamp-
ing out the disease.

DAN McGANN FAMOUS BALL
PLAYER A SUICIDE.

LOUISVILLE, Ky., Dec. 14.—Dan
McGann, former Captain and first
baseman of the N.Y. Nationals com-
mitted suicide yesterday.

McGann was found in his room 1in
an hotel yesterday afternoon with
bullet in hole over his heart and a
revolver in his hand.
