GERMAN  SUBMARINE
GONE T0 THE BOTTOM

LONDON, Oct. 7—The Admiralty
to-night issued an official announce-
ment ‘that the British submarine
“Nine” has successfully returned to
her base after sinking a German de-
stroyer off the mouth of the Guis
River.

The British submarine is command-
ed by Lieut-commander Horton and
this was her second successful raid
into German waters. Earlier she sank
the German cruiser Hela in the North
Seas

GENERALLY SATISFACTORY.

LONDON, Oct. 7—The Official Press
Bureau to-night issued the lollowing:
“North of the Oise and at Lens there
is hard fighting. Elsewhere a slight
advance or retreat varies. Through-
out the line reports are generally sat-
isfactory.

“The French army is fighting with
greatest brilliancy and bravery. Ger-
mans attacking Antwerp have pushed
forward their positions against con-
siderable resistance by the garrison.”

FRENCH RETAKE LOST GROUND.

PARIS, Oct. 7.—An official communi-
cation to-night says the French army
has retaken ground previously lost
between Chaulnes and Roye and has
made slight advances at other points.
The text follows:—

“Except on two wings, where Ger-
man attacks have been repulsed, there
has been nearly complete calm along
the-front.——On the left wing the Ger-
man cavalry has been held in check
to the north of Lille. It has been
driven back between Chaulines and
the rear. The ground previously
abandoned has been retaken. On the
centre we made advance at certain
points. Nothing to report on right
wing.”

STILL FIGHTING IN BELGIUM.

LONDON, Oct. 7—A despatch to
the Exchange Telegraph from Ostend
says numerous skirmishes oceurred
this morning between outposts in the
environg of Ypres, in Belgium, 20
miles gouth of Ostend, and in the
southeérn part of West Flanders. The
Gernmians threw themselves on the
forts and entrenchments.

BELGIAN GOVERNMENT TRANS-
FERRED TO OSTEND.

LONDON, Oct. 7.—A despatch from
Amsterdam says the Belgian Govern-
ment has been transferred to Ostend.
Several Ministers have already arrived
with their staffs.

BELGIANS INFLICT HEAVY LOSSES
ON GERMANS.

LONDON, Oct, 7.—A despatch .to
the Central News from Amsterdam
says: A message received here from
Ghent says fighting of a violent char-
acter has taken place between Aude-
narde (fifteen miles south-west of
Ghent) and Lenpeghem (a small town
a mile from Audenarde). After hours
of engagement the Belgians received
reinforcements and threw the Germans
back with heavy losses.

UNBEARABLE S|TUATIOF:I IN THE
VOSGES.

LONDON, Oct. 7—German papers
admit that the situation in the Vosges
is desperate, says ¢ Copenhagen
despatch to the Daily News. Accord-
ing to a telegram to North German
Gazette, the German troops in the
Vosges have been fighting day and
night for thirty-seven days most of
the time in trenches filled with water.
There is much sickness in the camp,
and the strain has become almost
unbearable. The Germans are unable
to retire, while they seem unable to
make any heaaway against the strong
positions of the French.

GERMANS ADMIT
300,000 CASUALTIES

ROME, Oct. 7.—Advices from Berlin
received here place the number of
casualties to date at 300,000.

BERLIN, Oct. 7—German forces on
the frontier of East Prussia assumed
a strategic defensive movement. They
abandoned the bombardment of
Ossowetz, a fortress in  Russian
Poland, after setting Ossowetz on fire
with shells. They are able to retire
with  heavy guns and provision trains.
They are now holding a superior force
of Russians in check.

Fighting at Augustowo and Suwalki
was most vigorous. German machine
guns finally turned the tide of battle
in favour of Germans, but the slaughter
was terrible. One artillery battery
lost all its men =znd men to serve the
guns were drafted from cavalry
regiments.

GERMANS REINFORCED
ON EASTERN FRONTIER

PETROGRAD, Oct. 7—It is stated
the Germans have again been heavily
reinforced, and that because of this
tact progress by the Russian forces
is of necessity slow. Russians now
hold the original German line extend-
ing from Lyck to Wirbalten. The
campaign in Galicia is again retarded
by heavy rains. In southern Galicia
the army continues to make progress
along the foothills of the Carpathians.

RECEIVED THEIR PRICE .
FOR SINKIKG CRUISERS

. BERLIN, Oct. 7—The Kaiser has
conferred the Iron Cross on the com-
mander and each member of the crew
of the German naval airship Schue-
kalanz 1. This distinction was con-
forred for  services rendered the
KFatherland by the magnificent aerial
reconnoitering that led to the destruc:
tion .of the three jritish cruisers
recently torpedoed in the North Sea
by German submarines.

COUNT ZEPPELIN EXPECTS
TO VISIT ENGLAND

BERLIN, Oct. 7.—German news-
papers indicate that Count Zeppelin
is now at Wilhelmshaven, North Sea,
with his staff. Staffs are working day
and night at Wilhelmshaven and
another station is being established
at Emden. It is reported that Zeppe-
lin was recently summoned by the
Emperor William to Mainse. The
Emperor said to the Count he relied
on him for a great work and offered
to make him commander-in-chief of
the German air fleet. The Count
smilingly refused, but said he would
accept the title when he returned
from England.

A GERMAN CRUISER AND TWO
GUNBOATS SUNK.

TCKIO, Oct. 7.—The belief was ex-
pressed at the War Office to-day that
the German cruiser Cormoran and two
other German gunboats had peen sunk
in Kiao Chow Bay. The Japanese
army has occupied the Shan-Tung
railroad as far as Chi-Nan.

RECPENING DARDANELLES.
‘PETROGRAD, Oct. 7—The Foreign
Minister announced to-day that the
Powers comprising the Triple Entente
—Russia, Britain and France—are
taking steps to secure the reopening
of the Dardanelles.

BATTLE CONTINUES VIOLENTLY

PARIS. Oct. 7.~—Official. This after-
noon on left wing the battle still con-
tinues with great violence.

On the front extending from the
Somme Lo the Meuse there is nothing
to report. In the Woevre district

the enemy made a new effort to stop
our progress, but his attacks failed.

A REVIEW OF THE WAR

SECOND EXPEDITIONARY
CANADIAN  FORCE

OTTAWA, Oct. 7.—The character
of the additional expeditionary force
of 22,000 men whose mobilization the
Government has announced, will de-
pend on advice from the War Office,
It will probably include a large quota
of mounted infantry, raised in the
West, and infantry drawn mostly
from the East.

The mobilization and equipment will
take place at divisional headquarters
instead of a central camp -like Val-
cartier, and the whole force will be
assembled for embarkation.

RHEIMS UNDER SHELL FIRE.

LONDON, Oct. 7.—The Times cor-
respondent reports, the North West-
ern suburbs of Rheims still under Ger-
man shell fire, evidently intended for
the French batteries. German aero-
planes have heen dropping hombs to
destroy the railway station. They
have failed in this but 14 people have
been reported killed.

CHANGING THEM AROUND.

BORDEAUX, Oct. 7—The following
impqrtant changes in Germany army
commands have been announced:—
General Von Mogen replaces General
Von Hindenburg in Eastern Prussia:
General Eberhardt becomes military
governor of Strassburg, capital of
Alsace-Lorraine; General Von Gerck
is 'appointed governor of Ulm, Wuer-
temberg, and General Ludinghausen
replaces General Von Luckwald in
command at Coblenz, Prussia.

RUSSIANS ADVANCING.

PETROGRAD, Oct. 7.—The Russian

General Staff-has-issued-the following|

statement:
“On the East Prussian frontier the
Germans, having brought up reinforce-

ments from Koenigsberg, continue to
oppose a tenacious resistance, upon the
pattle front at Vladislavoff "and
Ratchka, profiting by defiles, lakes,
and marshy regions of Tchernoganja.
Beyond the Vistulabetween the advance
guards battles have occurred in the re-
gion of Opatow and Sandomier. In the
Carpathians, west of the River Sanok,
an Austrian detachment was defeated
and machine guns and prisoners cap-
tured. At Saliva, twenty kilometers
from the city of Munkatch, we have
captured an artillery park and numer-
ous convoys.”

CANADIANS ARRIVE IN ENGLAND.

LONDON, Oct. 7.—Canadian troops
will be landed in England to-day and
sent to an inland training camp.

FIRST SHIPMENT OF CLOTH-
ING TO BELGIANS SOON.

MONTREAL, Oct. 7.—The first ship-
ment of clothing from Canada for the
relief of the Belglans will be made
next week, when about fifty tons will
be sent. So far the supscriptions in
cash, including those of the federal
and provincial governments, amount
to $101,794.50 and the fund will be
kept open for another month.

PREMATURE ANTICIPATION OF
UNEMPLOYMENT.

LONDON, Oct. 7.—David Lloyd
George, Chancellor of the Exchequer,
in a speech to a deputation ofAtho
Workers’ National Committee, said:
“ It was not at all sure that they were
not a little too premature in antici-
pating a very considerable amount of
unemployment as the war progressed.
Demands on industries in this coun-
try,” the Chancellor said, “ would be
enormous, but in certain trades dis-
tress undoubtedly would be severe.
That was the trade,” he added, " which

had completely broken down thus far.”

SITUATION IN EUROPE

STORY OF EMDEN'S
BOMBARDMENT OF
CITY OF MADRAS.

BOMBAY, India, Oct. 7.—The Em-
den appeared off Madras and bom-
barded the town., As the result of the
first two shots petroleum tanks of the
Burma Oil Company were ignited.

FRENCH STREWED FLOWERS
BEFORE THE INDIAN TROOPS.

LONDON, Oct. 7.— The correspond-
ent of The London Daily Mail at Mar-
seilles, in a despatch dated last Sat-
urday, but which was delayed by the
censor, describes the landing of the

Indian troops, who, he says, are all
ardent for the cause for which the
King and his allies are fighting. He
says in part:

“The white officers who are in com-
mand are of the highest type of sol-
dier, and there was something noble
and delightful in the officers walking
through Marseilles with their troops,
en route to the rest camp, when they
might well have ridden.

“One very important fact that must
not be lost sight of is that this great
expeditionary force from the Orient
is thoroughly trained, according to
the most modern ideas and equipped
with first-class machinery of war.
Everything has been brought from
India, cannon, rifles, entrenching im-
plements, sleeping rugs, tents and
the hundred-and-one necessaries  of
an Indian army down to the praying
mat.

“The excitement of the high-strung
Latins rapidly spread to the Indians,
and it was an unique experience to
see hundreds of material warriors,
bearded men, whose hair was shot
with grey, and beardlegs youths, jump
a yard high in the air for sheer joy.
Old women fought with the men
for the honour of seeing the

CHEIP DESPTE AR

NEW YOREK, Oct. 7— That even
wartime prices Germany do not br-
ing the cost of living in that country
nearly as high as the cost in the Units
ed States is shown by German price
lists which have been received here
by Ferdinand Hansen of 170 Chambers
street, Manhattan.

“Judging by a market list published
in Han:burg on September 2, sald
Mr. Hansen yesterday, “the—German
housewife could buy at almost  two-
thirds of the food costs here. German
prices appear in the advertisement
of a large Hamburg departoent store
and with the exception of a few meats,
the German rates were much  below
those of this country on the same
day.

“Of thirty-two items appearing in
{he list, eighteen are priced lower
than in our American markets. Were

the Anierican purchaser to buy from
his list—his meat by the pound and
his vegetables Ly the smallest unit-—
his bills would be §2.34, The Gernian
in the first waek i September was
paying $5.64 for the same things. To
buy in this way the eighteen articles
that are cheaper in Germany then in
this country would cost the German
$2.98. A similar order in an American
retail market would cost $6.17.
“Although nine of the items on the
total list were cheaper in the United
States than in Germany, the whole
saving from these nine items would
be only 48 cents. Only the five arti-
cles are priced the same in both coun-
tries.”
