The farm labor situation in the
Maritime Provinces is now enter-
ing its most critical season, R. P.
Hartlay, K.C., Regional Superin-
tendent of the Unemnlovment In-
surance Commission and National
Selective Service, said yesterday in

Junnouncing that “his  department
, was calling for an all-out effort on
! the part of every citizen.

{  “Even at this early date agricul-
! ture is short hundreds of men and
, with the demand increasing as the
season progresses into the haying
and harvesting periods an alarm=
ing situation may develop. It s
felt by those of us who have the
responsibility of supplylng such
| labor that the demand will be far
in excess of any supply we know
to exist,” he said.

“This means that persons not
ordinarily concerned with agricul-
tural activities and physically able
to be of help will be asked to voi-
unteer to spend their vacations,
and such other spare time as they
have available, on farms,

‘“‘Forgotten War"’
Continues In New
Guinea Jungles

MANILLA, May 8 — (AP) —In
the steaming jungle country of
New Guinea, and on scattered Isl-
ands of the southwest Pacific a
“forgotten war” continues as Aus-
tralian troops clean out an estima-
ted 100,000 by-passed Japanese.

There was an early theory that
these enemy soldiers left in the
wa'w of a war which has swept to
their homeland would die on the
vine. The contrary seems to be the
case.

Then, too, places like Wewak
and Rabaul were once valued siag-
ing bases by the enemy in his ch
dream of an Australian invasion,
and vast stores of supplies are avali-
able for the by-passed Japanese.
