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The Grain Carrying Question

Interesting Interview With
Head of Canada Steam-
ship Lines.

In a recent interview on the grain
carrying question, Mr. J. W. Nor-
cross, vice-president and managing
director of the Canada Steamship
Lines said he was surprised to learn
from various sources that the Board
of Grain Commissioners had been

| in consultation with representatives

of the larger American Lake Ship-
ping interests because as far as
was able to ascertain the board had
not consulted any of the Canadian
Water Transportation Lines, This
was a little surprising in view of
the fact that the larger portion of
the business of the Canadian fleet
consists of the carriage of grain
while the American fleets devote
something in excess of 90 per cent
of their total carrying capacity to
commodities other than grain. -
During the summer months and
under normal conditions the Cana-
dian Lake vessels experience some
difficulty in securing cargoes of
grain at remunerativa prices, and
it is during this period that Ameri-
can - vessels are busily engaged in
the carriage of ore. coal and lime-
stone. The Can-lian vessels cannot
participate in this simmer move-
ment of thesa commodities between
Amorican ports owing to the coastal

It is presumably
to avoid this blockade that the Board
of Grain Commissioners are inter-
iewing the Amervican owners, -to
lcavor to enlist their assistance
the movement of the Canadian
crop by American vessels, but the
latest advices are to the effect that
American interests are opposéd to
operating their steamers under the
regulations imposed by the recent
Canadian legislation, and  unless
some solution to this problem is
quick'y found the country as a whole
will suffer as a result of the pass-
ing of the Inland Water - Freight
Rates Act, 1923,

This act which became effective,
said Mr, Norcross, on June 22, 1923,
was ‘based on data and information
secured by a Royal Commission
which inquired into the operation of
Canadian vessel owners during the
season 1922 when lake transporta-
tion was abnormal in almost every
respect, and the regulations imposed
by this legislation will result in a
serious blockade of the exportable
surplus of the Canadian crop if
American owners adhers to their
present position, and it is most un-
likely that the American owners will
change from this position, which
they have maintained for something
like the past twenty years,

Mr, Norcross stated that contrary
to the opinion that has been ex-
pressed on several occasions the
Canada Steamship Lines Ltd., are
not desirous of maintaining the ad-
vantages which have accrued to them
from the recently passed legislation,
but are anxious to assist in the
novement of the Canadian crop in
any manner which the Government
considers will be to the general bene-
fit of the community and the par-
ticular gain of the wheat growers
in our western provinces,

In conclusion, Mr. Norcross stated
that it is fully expected that the
Government will take whatever
measures are necessary to avoid dis-
crimination against Canadian steam-
ers, and also arrange that no undue
advantages be given such Americaw
vessels as may participate in the
movement of grain from Port Arthux
and Fort William. ¥ i d
