More than ever be-
fore, Guiding is needed not only as
a wholesome recreational vity
for thousands of girls, but one in
which they will learn to be pre-
pared for emergencies through their
Guide training In first aid, home

nursing and physical fitness which
are all a part of the fourfold pro-
gramme Guiding.

For these reasons all leaders of
the Girl Guides Association should
bear in mind the importance of
keeping on with their Guide work
as a service which can be of real
\.vnlue to the children who are to-

WHAT ALOOHOL DOES

In the last lesson, we found that
alcohol is made by the spoiling of
good food, and that Canadians are
spending more than three million
dollars per week on alcoholic bev-
erages. What are the effects, on
individuals and on society, of the
use of such drinks?

To begin with, alcohol is a de-
finite chemical substance (its for-

pens is this, At the first small
dose of alcohol, the power of self-
criticism is deadened, the person
becomes self-satisfied, he loses his
sound judgment and his sense of
values. Caution vanishes. Bul
other parts of his brain governing
his mental, physical and emotional
functions are still “too strong” to
be doped by this small quantity of
alcohol and so he says and coes
things which he would not have
done if his judgment had not been
dulled; he becomes talkative, laughs
a lot at feeble jokes, gets a
without much cause. If a sﬁ
stronger dose of alcohol is taken,
the mental controls are paralysed.
If more still is taken the motor
control fail, and the man cannot
walk or talk straight. Finally the
paralysis of the brain goes so far
that he falls into a heavy sleep, or
even, in extreme earliest function
of breathing is completely paralys-
ed, the man will die. Step by step,
the paralysing effect of alcohol
overtakes the different nerve cen-
tres of the brain in the reverse
order in which those centres were
developed, but it is to be noted that
as Sir Lguder Brunton, King =
ward VII's physiclan, said, “Al-
cohol paralyses the brain, and the
pa.ralysls begins with the first
glass "

4. Further, the Commisslon’s re-

rt states that drunkenness, as we
now it, namely the inability to
talk and walk straight, is not _the
only effect of alcohol. Drunken-
ness is the symptom or sign that
the person has now taken suffici-
ent alcohol into ‘his system to dope
even the strong nerve centres which
control his m ar movements.
But long before that, ‘‘without
signs of intoxication in the full
ordinary or in the legal seuse of
the term, the drinker’s bearing and
individual attitude of mind tem-
porarily change as the result of
the drug. And those in contact
with the person so affected have,
for the time being, to deal with
an altered individual, whose mind
lacks its normal factor of judg-
ment and conspicuous elements of
its self-control.”

5. the fifth finding of the Com-
mission was that “what a man
thinks or feels about his perform.-
ance with the use of alcohol Is no
true index of what he has really
accomplished.” In all the experi-
ments which were carried out to
test the relative efficiency of peo-
ple working with and thout al-
cohol, those people who had had
the alcohol were always self confld-
ent, always certain that they had
put up a better record than usual,

it wil al-
ways act in the same way in a
given set of circumstances,

For thousands of years the harm-
ful effects of alcoholic beverages
when taken in large quantities
have been known. It is only
comparatively recent years thaf ac-
curate scientific instruments and
methods have been used by scient-
ists all over the world to test the
effects on the human body, mind
rand spirit of the so-called “moder-
ate use of alcohol,” that is to say,
of its use in quantities less than
those necessary to uce “drunk-

enness.”
Durlng the War, the British Gov-
ernment, realizing that the use of

alcohol was reducing the efficiency
of its citizens, appointed a com-
mission of scientific men (only
one of them represented the Tem-
perance forces) to study how and
why alcohol decreases efficiency,
and their published results are full
of interesting material, based en-
tirely on sclentific facts.

Here are some of their findings:

1. Alcohol is a poisonous nar-
cotic drug which, like chloroform
and ether and other anaesthetics.
slows up all our functions and fin-
ally causes unconsciousness.

2. However little alcohol is taken,

part of the
3. Its when taken in

b chi ect,
small quantities, is on what is call-
ed the “central nervous system,”
which consists of the brain and the
spinal cord. If you touch a hot
iron by mistake, you immediately
draw away your hand. What has
really hngpened is that the nerves
in {our and “stimulated” by the
heat, have sent a message by one
(sensory) nerve to one part of
your brain which registers the un-
pleasant sensation. From here a
further message goes to another
part of your brain which by means
of another nerve sends a message
back to thHe muscles of your arm
teiling them to contract and so
your hand is pulled away from the
heat. It is this sort of telepnone
system and exchange which is call-
ed the nervous system, that is nar-
cotized, or doped, and so retarded,
by the use of alcohol, even in very
small quantities.

You know that when a baby is
born, it can breathe, swallow and
digest. That is because the part
of a baby’s brain which tells it how
to do those things is already de-
veloped when it is born. But the
baby cannot walk or talk or oth-
erwise make coordinated move-
ments because that part of its
brain is not yet functioning. But
later baby makes movements,
and by continual use and oractice,
the “muscular control” part of its
prain works accurately, Later on
still, the child learns to read and
write; the “mental control” part of
its brain has become active. But
still the child cannot be expected
to have as much sense as a grown-
up p%rson. dvllle aiay' “You c:ilnmln
expect an old head on yo oul-
ders.” It is only later stlllllnghst the
final part of our brain develops, as
we gradually practice making fu%ﬁ-
ments, using self-control, criticis-
ing ourselves, and being cautious:
in fact it is only that part of our
brain which makes us different
from animals. There is not, of
course, any definite stage
child’s life at which any of thesc
powers develop. They overlap more
or less, but the r of our ner-
ves to perform their functions dg
normally develop gradually —from
birth to manhood in this order.

This sclentific report tells us
that - when alcohol reaches the
hrain, it attacks these various
groups of nerves, and, sad to re-
Iate, it attacks the last grown (and
the most important) froup first.
That is to say, alcohol dopes or
parelyses these “nerve centres’ in
the opposite order to that in which

and were only convinced of their
lowered efficiency when confront-
ed with the recording machines.
In the words of the report, “Self-
satisfaction is increased by the use
of aloouholhbut ﬂx]xeither l;%}l nor
power is. om the very nning
of taking alcohol there was some
impairment of skill, and there was
also an increased feeling of satis-
faction.” We can see why this was
so. For even before a dose of al-
cohol large enough to spoil the ef-
ficlent control of the muscles had
been taken, quite sufficient had
been drunk to deaden the man's
power of judgment and his self-
criticism and so he was unable to
recognize his own inefficlency
later on.

Hence we see that the con-
sequences of taking even such small
quantities of liquor as are contain-
ed in one bottle of beer or one
cocktail are harmful and are due
to the rapid passing of the alcohol
to the brain and its power of dop-
Ing all parts of the brain in the
reverse order to that in which they
were developed. “The direct effeut
of alcohel upon the nervous system,
in all stages and upon all parts
of the system, is to depress or sus-
pend its functions; that it is, in
‘sihort. from first to last a narcotis
