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ing the recent war when, without enslaving
labour, without giving away our cherished
rights and liberties, American and Canadian in-
dustry, in Gooperation with American and Can-
adian labour, outproduced and outfought the
Axis. The war showed that the American and
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Whither Are We Drifting?

It is a serious reflection on our Federal
Government that a Macedonian cry should have
been sent to the Prime Minister overseas to
come immediately to their assistance. Affairs
have been going from bad to worse at Ottawa,
and one minister after another, realizing the
situation has hastened away to ‘‘vacate” in
Europe while the going is good.

We are faced with serious problems, the
solutions of which demand statesmanship of
the highest and most vigorous description. We
are entering a new era not only for domestic
trade and commerce but for nations and inter-
national relationships. The world is no longer
divided into separate communities with divid-
ing lines which can be defended and protect-
ed by standing armies and navies. The air-
plane has abolished that for ever, and now, as
happened in  Jugo-Slavia recently, the only
protection one nation has from another, is to
bring down airplanes which niay violate their
territories from above, and take the conse-
quence. Hence it is that Canada and the
United States are resorting to what may be
considered extraordinary measures to line up
and protect our northern boundaries lest they
be invaded by hostile air fleets carrying in-
numerable soldiery ready for infantry attack
on a scantily populated territory, and to “dig
in.”

But we are faced with worse and more im-
mediate dangers than that. The industrial
situation has become more than the powers-
that-be at Ottawa can handle. Neither the
Government nor the opposition has risen to the
ocaasion, and the danger is that a state of an-
archy may eventuate. In a well-intentioned at-
tempt in the first instance, the Government,
to prevent inflation resorted to measures which
kept the cost of living down to a fairly reason-
able figure, and which included the ceiling of
prices and likewise of wages. Gradually,
through pressure, largely from south of the
border, these ceilings have been relaxed giv-
ing certain products and employees preference
over others, letting loose a wholesale demand
fram all and sundry for relief. In the first in-
stance, it was up to the Government to handle
the wage situation and to see that strikes, org-
anized to a considerable extent across the bor-
der, were kept under control. But by a fatally
false move by the Progressive Conservatives in
the House of Commons, the onus was trans-
ferred to Parliament instead of the Government,
and now the unions and industry are locked
in deadly conflict, with practically no one to
straighten matters out. The consequences are
already self-evident, and they will be worse
before they are better. Canada had the oppor-
tunity of a lifetime of becoming the indus-
trial centre of the British Empire, second only
to Britain herself. Now she is held at bay by
organized strikes from over the border, and
the administration at Ottawa is helpless. Per-
haps the only ray of sunshine in the clouded
administrative sky comes from Quebec, where
the Provincial Government is showing the iron
hand in the silken glove. It is not a question
whether labour is right or wrong, but who
shall direct affairs of state.

Labour has its rights and should be pro-
tected, bhut so much depends on how organ-
ized labour is led and directed—making al-
Iowances for the interests of capital as well as
of labour. Here is where the Co-operative and
Credit Union Movement groves its superiority
over the American type of unions, and every
endeavour should be made to develop and ex-
tend its influence, for as sure as night follows
dav there will he tragic trouble in store for us
unless the two great powers in industry, cap-
ital and labour, can reconcile their differences.

Labour’s Anniversary

A good motto for Lahour Day 1946, which
falls on Monday, is this editorial comment in
The Labour Leader, a Labour newspaper pub-
lished in  Ontario: “As {nions grow in
numbers and exercise rights, they are no long-
er groups of under-privileged citizens demand-
ing a hearing and opportunity, The union be-
comes an accepted institution performing funce
tions in industry and society and must assume
" proportionate responsibility for national wel-
fare.”

Worth noting, too, is this statement from
a Labour Day mesasge by Mr, George Meany,
secretary-treasurer of the American Federation
of Labour:

“The important point to remember always
is that we have been free to organize, free to
appeal to public opinion, free to use our econs
omic strength, and that it has only been be-
cause of our freedom to act that the wage-earn-
ers of America and Canada are today so far
ahead of the world’s economic procession. ‘With-
out this freedom we would still be in the mire,
With freedom we shall be able to map pro-
grams for furthen advancement and to take ap-
ropriate action to translate these programs
(into reality,

", "What the workers of America and Cane

‘have accomplished under the free enter-

system of our country is the envy of the y;

Canadian system was not only the best from
the viewpoint of wage-earners in peacetime but
likewise the best system for the defense of our
national sovereignty during the most terrible
war of all time.”

Prince Edward Island is fortunately free
from serious labour difficulties, not only be-
cause we have comwparatively few industries
apart from agriculture and fishing, but because
we have too much common sense to be nusled
by irresponsible demagogues. We take pride in
our standing as citizens, and in cooperating for
the betterment of the Province and the country
generally. This fact was noted by more than
one member at the last session of the Legisla-
ture, and it was a tribute well deserved.

Labour Day should serve as a reminder of
the splendid contribution made by labour
to Canada's war effort, both in enlist-
ments and in subscriptions to war loans, Red
Cross and other campaigns. We doubt if any
other Province can boast of a finer achieve-
ment in this respect than Prince Edward Is-
land.

What labour expects in  this
period, in this Province as elsewhere, is work
at decent wages under decent living conditions.
That is an objective to which everyone should
subscribe.  Nothing less than that is good
enough:  We should not need to be reminded
of the fact that this is a vital part of the Iour
Freedoms for which we fought,

Citizenship of
War Brides

The forthcoming changes in the
British citizenship law anncunced
by Mr. Chuter Ede, Home Secre-
tary, on August 1st have special
importance at the present time bhe-
cause of the large number Hf Brj-
tish women who married service-
men from other .countries,

Under the existing law, a Bri-
tish woman who marries an alien
leses her British citizenship if, by
the law of her husband’s country,
she aquires his citizenshin, This
rule does not affect those British
women who married American
servicemen: they retain  Tiritish
citizeaship since they did nut h-~
come American citizens by mui-
riage, But those who married ser-
vicemen of certain other countrics
acquired their husband’s cstizen-
ship on marriage, and therefore
automatically lost their British
citizenship. The law will now be
changed, so that a British wcmaa
will never lose her citizenship by
marriage.

Another aspect of the =x:isting
Jaw is that a non-British woman
who marries a British man auto-
matically acquires British citizen-
ship. This, -too, will be changed
under the new legislation. In fu-
ture the alien wife of a Briten will
have to apply for naturalization ia
order to bécome a British citizen
herself.

These forthcoming changes have
long been urged by wom2h's or-
ganizations.
