| That evening at 520 the Stars and
Stripes were ran up on the ruins of the
Spanish trecha, or fort, on top of a hill
over 200 feet high. It was a glorious
moment. Old Glory was unfarled amid
the cheers of the men and the whistling
of thke Steamships, followed by
‘‘America” by one of the baads: That
was worth all the hardship and bard
luck we got on the whole trip.

On Thursday our boys tried their
hand at fighting. The 71st New York
volunteers and some infantry weat out
abou: 5 miles from here and captured
a town and some prisoners. Then
again yesterday ‘Teddy's’ Rough Riders
and some Cubavs got mixed up in a
scrap about 8 miles from here and at
first gained a decisive victory over a
large force of Dons, causing them to
give up their breastworks and retreat.
But alas, in their retreat they
ambusned and when the Rough Riders
overtook them they fired into them kill-
ing Capt Capron, son ot Capt Capron
of the 18t Artillery and nine of his men.
Col(Dr) Wood was also reported killed
but itis not believed. The Cubans
lost 39 killed and wounded. The havoc
was awfu! till the Riders overcame the
surprise, then they fairly slaughtered
the evemy. This moraing Light Bat-
tery K, 1st Artillery went to the front
Good work is expected if they can bat
work in those hills.

STORY OF THE WRECK.

HaLFAX, Suly 6—The British iron
ship ‘Cromartyshire’ was towed in here
this morning by the Allan liner ‘Gre-
cian,’ with her bow torn away by colli-
sion sixty miles sounth of S8able island
with French steamer ‘L3 Bourgogne,’
which went down ten minutes later. Of
the six hundred passengers and crew on
board only two hundred were saved.
One woman was saved by her husband.
The captain and other deck officers
went' down  with the ship. The
‘Cromartyshire’ lay to and picked up
. the two hundred passengers and seamen
who wece rescued, transhipping them
to the ‘Grecian’ which came along at
that hour.

THE ‘CROMARTYSHIRE'S LOG.

The log of dhe ‘Cromartyshire’
signalled by Captain Henderson
is as follows: On July 4, at
5 a m, depse fog, position of
ship sixty miles south of Sable Is-
land, ship by wind on the port tack,
hezding about N W N, though under
reduced canvas going about four or five
knots per hour. Our fog horn was kept
going regularly every minute. At that
time beard a whistle on our weather
side or port beam, which scemed to be
nearing very fast.

THE COLLISION.

‘We blew horn and were answered
by steamer’s whistle, when all of a sud-
den she loomed through the fog on our
port bow and crashed into us, goiog at
a terrific speed. Our foretopmast and
main top gallant mast came down,
bringing with it yards and everything
attached. I immediately ordered the
boats out and went to examine the
damage. I found that our bows were
completely cut off and the piates twisted
into every conccivable shape. The
other ship disappeared through the fog.
However, our ship was floating on her:
collision bulkuead se there seemed no
immediate danger of her sinking.

CLEARING THE WRECKAGE.
‘We set to work immediately to clear
the wreckage and also to ship our star-
board anchor, which was hanging over
the starboard: - bow and in danger of
punching more holes in the bow. We
