sociation has called in 200 extra
men to fight several small fires
along the river.

As a result of a lengthy short-
age of rain the Ottawa River level
is at its lowest in 23 years, meas-
uring only seven feet two inches at
the foot of the Chateau Laurier
locks. It is the lowest since 1921
when five feet four inches were
recorded.

Many wells serving cottages along
the Ottawa River have gone dry,
and the declining level is causing
boatmen trouble.
