SWITCHING THE MONEY.

So many things have gone crooked in
Toronto of late that it is hard to keep
track of them. Between the plumbers
extortion, the York Loan scandal, the
abscording bank clerks, the work of the
loan sharks and other related irregulari-
ties, there was surely need of a religious
revival in the Ontario capital, More
recently another case of diverting ‘'money
from the use intended by the donors has
come to light.

W hen the Imperial Government named
a new battleship the Dominion in honor
of Canada a movement took shape in
Toronto to present the big steel clad with
a library for the use of the entire ship's
company. Subscriptione were limited to
twenty five cents each and a large sum
was gladly subscribe1 in Toronto, Ottawa
and other Canadian cities. This was early
last summer. Nothing was heard of the
fund for a good while and in the fall it
was given out that the Committee had
decided on a change.

They had decided to purchase a silver
service for the officers’ mess instead of the
library for all hands. This was a gross
breach of trust. Only on the consent of
all the subscribers would such a diversion
of the fund been in any way permissable.
Without such consent any subscriber to
the library fund would have been entit—
led to demand and receive his wmoney
back. But as the amount of each individ-
ual subscription was small no general
demand for return of the money seems to
have been made. 3

The total amount subscribed is said to
have been a large sum, and people are
now inquiring what has become of the
money., All that can be learned is
that an order was placed in August last
for the'manufacture of the plate service.
In the meantime the battleship has come
to Canada and gone away again, but no
presentation of the service has been
made. The fust gross wrong is this
business was in switching the money
away from the purpose for which it was
raisen. After that high-handed and
dishonest act almost anything in the way
of misappropriation might be suspected.
