——_:I‘he MacDonald Clan

A book of much interest to Prince Edward
Islanders, especially those of the MacDoyald
clan, has made its appearance under the tltle’:
“The Lords of the Isles and their Descendants.”
The author is Mr. Hubert T. MacDonald, of
Winnipeg, formerly of this Province.. )

In publishing this historical work it is Mr.
MacDonald’s " desire to perpetuate the memory
of a Highland clan that made an outstanding
contribution to Scottish history and whose
descendants rank among the leaders of church
and state in every province of Canada. “There
is a tradition,” says the author, “that the Mac-
Donalds are descended from Conn who was
supreme King of Ireland and swa_yed' the
sceptre at Tara.” At one period of their history
their power rivalled and indeed threatened to
eclipse that of the Scottish King. The founder
of the clan was Sorggrled, son of Gillebride
who lived about the ﬁd of the tenth century.
Farly chapters are devoted to Clan geneology
and lineage, to Culloden and after, the Massacre
of Glencoe, 'and the Rhetland MacDon-
alds of Morar. To the latter family belonged
Captain Allan MacDonald who, about the year
1770, bought 10,000 acres or the half of Town-
ship 25 in what is now Prince Edward Island,
and whose family was the first to establish
themselves at Bedeque. The detailed informa-
tion given with regard to this family is very in-
teresting.

There is also a full account of Captain Joha
MacDonald, Laird of Glenfinnan and Glen-
aladale, who sold his estates in Scotland and
immigrated with his followers to Scotchfort,
P. E. 1. The Scdtish celebration at Scotchfort,
July 1923, marking the 150th anniversary of
this great event, is also recorded at length.
Other chapters deal with the history of Flora
MacDonald ; with Father James MacDonald who
accompanied the first Highland immigrants to
Prince LEdward Island; with Bishop MacEach-
ern, and his erection of St. Andrew’s College;
with the Bedeque MacDonalds, the Clan Ran-
ald MacDonalds of the U. S. A, the Glen-
garry settlement of Ontario, the MacDonald
migration to Nova Scotia; with Archbishop A.
A. Sinnott, a native of Prince Edward Island
and first Archbishop of the diocese of Winni-
peg. B

The book runs to over 200 pages, is at-
tractively bound in the MacDonald tartan, and
may be purchased from the author througk
Carter and Company, Charlottetown.

Canada’s external trade contimses to ex-
pand steadily, although it long ago reached vol-
umes and values which left all pre-war records
far behind. During April Canadian exports
and imports, excluding. gold, had a new peak
value of $451,038,020, as compared with $439,
493,000 in March and $424,168,000 in April
1944.

Although March and April were the best
months of this calendar year, the total for Janu-
ary, February, March and April 1945, which
aggregated $1,607,713,000, was $3,000,000 tp|
from the comparable 4 months of last year, and
represented another peak in external trade
values.

As might be expected, Canada’s exports
greatly exceed imports every month, this Do-
minion being one of the major supply countries
for the Allied armies and fields of occupa-
tion. Canadian exports in April were valued
at $312,323,000 as compared with imports worth
$133,827,000, showing a “trade balance” in our
favor of about $178,500,000 for the mcnth, In
the whole 4-month period, January to April
inclusive, exports had a total value of $1,080,-
360,000 as against imports valued at $508,371,
000 in the comparable period last year,

These totals represent an annual external
trade which, if approximately maintained for
the remaining two-thirds .of 1045, would
amount to almost § billion dollars for the pres-
ent eslendar year,

the British system in its main outhines. It has
popular representation based upon the sound
