WITH AN AMERICAN TANK
UNIT IN THE WESTERN AFRI-
CAN DESFRT, June 25— (Delayed)
—(AP)—This war’s first battle-
field encounter of the United
States '‘and German armies occur-
red in the desert June 12. Only a
token force of Americans was em-
ployed, but it must be counteq as

(Editor’s note: the engagement
Was announced by the war de-
partment Monday in a com-
fmunique which said the American
tanks in two days of heavy fight-
ing knocked out several German
tanks, The American tanks were
hit repeatedly but were not se-
riously damaged, and the crews

escaped battle casualties,

Hitler’s strategic reserve in Russia—were reported by British
authorities tonight to be plunging forward towards gaps torn In
Marshal Semeon Timoshenko’s Ukraine armies by massed tanks
in a supreme Nazi bid for the approaches to the Caucasus and
the oil beyond.

Informed military sources here said this tremendous mass
of men already is beating at the outer defences of Voronezh on
the vital Moscow-Rostoy railroad and is holding a bridgehead
across the Don River, 5 :

At present the task of combating the German drive to the
Don has been handed over to Soviet dive-bombers and field
artillery with Russian heavy tanks and veteran infaniry being
