When Prime Minister Churchill was reporting
to the House of Commons on the loss of the bat-
tle in Libya he spoke of the disastrous turn of the
tide on June 13, when, he said: !

“We had about 200 tanks in action, By night-
fall no more than 70 remained, and this happen-
ed without any corresponding loss being inflicted
on the enemy. I do not know what actually hap-
pened in fighting on that day.”

The natural conclusion to be drawn from the
result was that the tanks were not equal to the
task that was set for them, The only suggestion
of this that is found in the speech occurred
earlier, when the Prime Minister said that Bri-
tain had to concentrate on numbers rather than
quality of tanks when “the threat of invasion”
hung over it.

One reason, suggests the Moncton Transcript,
why Mr. Churchill could not discuss this aspect
of the defeat was the fact that the tanks in use
on that fatal day were of the “General Grant”
type, supplied by the United States, It would
have been ungracious of him to offer eriticism of
equipment which Britain was very glad to get
even if it proved incapable of standing up to the
German tanks and artillery.
