Stage hattle;
Warden quits

MONTGOMERY, Ala,, July 25 —
(AP) —Five white women prisoners
accepted an offer to take whippings
instead of losing privileges for par-
ticipating in a Wetumpka State
prison beauty parlor riot and pro-
voked an. incident which resulted in
the warden’s resignation.
Governor Frank Dixon said to-
day that seven la:cl.es were admin-
istered by Warden J. Curtis Wel-
don, Sr.,, to each woman following
a free-for-all fight that developed
when an inmate was denied a man-
icure Saturday in the newly-install-
ed prison beauty shop that was de-
signed to improve morale and teach
a trade.

The Governor sald the women
were not injured by the whippings.
“But we just don't use those meth-
ods in onr prisons,” he said.

A poker was wielded, hair pulled,
faces slapped and scratched in the
beauty parlor row, Dixon sald.
From another aulhoritative source
it was learned that the five leaders
had been offered the alternative
of the whipping or being deprived
of prison privileges for 60 days.
Dixon said he learned of the af-

fair Tuesday when he returned
from Asheville, N.C., and called
Weldon in immediately. Weldon’s

resignation was in his office yes-
terday, the Governor sald.

“Phillips had a grey overcoat
and a felt hat.”

He was able to see after midnight
a block, even two blocks away. He
was able to tell this fellow a block
or two blocks away. Phillips had a
blue overcoat and a felt hat.

And
we have, There are certain other
parts of the evidence from which
you must draw your own COn.
