No Time For Appeasement

Last week Canada found major  tie-ups in
vital war production at the aluminum plant in
Arvida, in the Cape Breton coal fields, in the
Natoinal Steel plant at Hamilton. In one of the
country’s largest and most modern aricraft plants
another tic-up is threateaed.

A mere handful of workmen. in the Arvida
plant cost us three full weeks of aluminum pro-

duction. Thousands of tons of metal needed for
British and Canadian war planes have been lost.

Almost 10,000 war workers have been thrown
out of employment. At least half a million tons
of coal have lost through the slowdown
strike at Cape Dreton.

This, comments the Financial Post, is a situ-
ation that cannot and must not be tolerated in
wartime. Tt is exactly the same and just as seri-
ous as a major defeat on the battlefield. We are
being uniair to the vast majority of Canadian
workers who are willing and anxious to do their
full share in winning the war. We are unfair to
industry which has pledged itself and its re-
sources, \We are unfair to our armed forces who
are offering their very lives and are absolutely
dependent for that vital equipment on our war
industries.

There has been little labor trouble in Great

Britain because the people and the government
of that bulwark of world defense are grimly
determined to make this an all-out war effort,
are determined that nothing shall interefere with
their battle against Hitler.

Mr. King has proclaimed an all-out war pro-
gramme for Canada. That programme has met
full approval from one end of the country to
the other. All classes, all creeds are ready to
back it. But it has not been enforced.

The time has come when the Government
must realize that we are engaged in a struggle of
life and death. There can be no more appease-
ment, The public demands that the real
saboteurs, no matter in what disguise they may
appear, be treated as they deserve.

© ™There is no doubt about it,” says Saturday
Night, “we owe the Stalin regime a lot of
apologies.  We used in this column to poke
much fun at certain Moscow policies for being
unintelligible as parts of a communistic design.
In particular we used to point out that no in-
telligent planning authority would so lay out its
industries and its habitations that a subway was
necessary in order to get its population from
the one to the other. \We now perceive that the

you cannot improvise the technical and physical
organization for the production, distribution
and use of gasoline after a war has come upon
you; you must make it a part of your peacetime
economy so that it can be readily thrown into
gear for war when nceded.”

As new plants and additions to plants are be-
ing completed, the construction phase of the in-
dustrial effort is gradually shifting into the pro-
duction phase, says the current issue of the
Monthly Review of The Bank of Nova Scotia.
In the last few months, the increase in the out-
put of the tools of war has been accelerating and
there is every reason for believing that the pro-
nounced rate of increase will be sustained for
some months to come. Employment has been
soaring—no milder word would describe ade-
quately an increase which for the goods-pro-
ducing industries (covering manufacturing, for-
estry, mining and construction) has recently
been some 25 per cent over last year's levels and
50 per cent for the metal-using and chemical

branches.

Nor is the picture entirely one of the ex-
panding war activity, With the great increase in
employment and payrolls, the demand for civ-
ilian goods and services has risen substantially
and production in many non-war lines is close
to capacity. The official index of retail sales,
which has been running about 17 percent higher
than a year earlier, illustrates the degree of
stimulus to such additional production. About
two-thirds of this increase probably represents
larger volume, and the remainder, higher retail
Rrices, z
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Yet, says the Review, this does not mean
“prosperity”, The day of both “guns and but-
ter” is passing and the costs of an all-out war
effort are beginning to become apparent. Short- |
ages and potential shortages of certain materials
and fuels are now appearing. To an increasing
degree, the additional materials and manpower
needed for war will have to be obtained by
withdrawing them from non-essential uses and
activities.
