tneat; 700,000 pounds of canned
meats; 313 cars of fish and can-
ned fish products. - This i the
equivalent of at least 8,400 minimum
cars of food supplies.

“Now for imports. In the produc=-
tion of our crops we must import at
least 900 carloads of fertilizers and
if the ground limestone is added it
brings. the figure to well over 1,000
cars. We are unable to estimate the
volume of space required on the
ferry to bring in the necessary sup-
plies for the Airtraining Centres, the
Army and the Navy. This is en-
tirely apart frogm all the additional
materials which must be imported if
we are to exist.

We are obliged to import
a tremendous quantity of mil] feeds
and concentrates for the production
of butter, cheese, eggs and meat
products without which we could not
produce the quantities now market-
ed
