A few days ago our local contemporary boast-

ed that it was “on the recommendation of Pre-
mier Campbell” that the Dominion Government
reconditioned the old car ferry by providing it
with an automobile deck.
. As pointed out by The Guardian, if Premier
Campbell mide any such recommendation he
entirely misrepresented the attitude of the Boards
of Trade whose application for a new ferry
steamer he was sent to Ottawa to present.

Our contemporary has evidently been hauled
over the coals for its indiscretion, and in yester-
day’s issue it devotes over a column of editorial
space to repudiating its previous statement.

The fact is, of course, that both from the
Charlottetown and Summerside Boards of Trade
came strong expressions of dissatisfaction with
the substitution of the old ferry for a new
steamer, specially designed for auto carrying and
capable of accommodating at least fifty cars at a
time,

We quoted, to this effect, the report submitted
by Hon. L. R, Allen as chairman of the trans-
portation committee of the Summerside Board
of Trade.

Now our contemporary pays belated credit to
Hon. Mr. Allen for having prepared the detailed
brief recommending a new steamer. The Pre-
mier, having forwarded this to Ottawa, went
there himself to make “final presentation of the
case.” But he might just as well have stayed at
home for, says our contemporary, “he took no
part in the decision as to the exact form which
the improved service should take.”

uU.s. Marl—\"éwl i;or Frozen B_lueberries

While domestic production of blueberries in
the United States probably meets to some ex-
tent the demand for fresh berries, in the frozen

trade the principal supplies have heen import-
ed, mainly from Newfoundland with a fairly
substantial amount from Canada, writes, Mr, R.

G, C. Smith, Assistant Canadian Trade Com-
missioner at New York, in the current issue of
the Commercial Intelligence Journal. Importa-
tion of all blueberries into the United States, ex-
tluding canned fruit, has shown an annual in-
trease since 1931, and this advance has been
steady, mainly because of the increase in frozen
fruit imports.

Total imports in 1937 amounted to 12,783,000
pounds as compared with 10,190,000 pounds in
1936, 7,366,000 pounds in 1935, and 4.176,000
pounds in 1031. The percentages of these to-
tals accounted for by frozen berries in the rese
pective years were 70, 60.5, 60.5 and 51. Prior
to 1035 the figures for frozen fruit included
berries canned or otherwise - preserved. How-
ever, the trade in canned blueberries in 1035
amounted to only about 500,000 pounds, and it
Is doubtful if the volume was very great dur-
Ing the preceding vears.

Frozen bluebeiries do tiot ordinarily enter
into the same consumntion channels as the fresh,
but the fact remains that, despite a higher duty
for five venrs, the imnort trade in frozen berriss
inereased more ronidly and more consistently
than imnasts of fresh herries. For some time

In dismissing a libel aotion

As the shape of vessels changed
a separate figurehead in wood or
other materials often took the
place of simple decoration of the
stem itself.

An era of
expanding merchant shipping, the
ighteenth and ninet cen-
turies were prolific ones for Amer-
ican figureheads. At the prows of
Yankee clippers, frigates and
brigantines of war, heroic-sized
females in flowing robes, naval
heroes - in uniform
American statesmen in ordinary
street clothes plowed through
walls of spray along with the con-
ventional images of Neptune with
‘his tirdent and classical goddesses
of the sea. No country, however,
maintained more interest in ships’
figurehead than the English of
Queen Elizabeth onward. So elab-
orate and unwieldy was some of
this decoration that in the words
or Sir Walter Raleigh, ‘The ocean

ish Sovereign of the Seas, with a
mass of carving on her prow rep-
resenting King Edgar mounted on
horseback and trampling on six
subject kings, and beyond it a
figure of Cupid riding a lion.
