THE MARKETS

(Canadian Press.)

MONTREAL, Que., Nov 23—The
foreign demand for wheat on the
Montreal market today was fairly
good and as cables in most cases
were stronger and prices on the
Winnipeg market lower, exporters
were in a position to accept most
of the orders received for parcels
in nearby positions .and a fair
trade was done.

Owing to the above there was a
steady demand from local buyers
for Manitoba for spring wheat -on
the spot here and sales of No. 1
northern were made at 73%4 cents
per bushel over the Winnipeg Nov-
ember optien, and No. 2 northern
at four cents per bushel over c.i.f.
bay ports, and No. 2 feed oats
changed hands at three cents per
bushel over the May option c.if.

The tone of the market for oats
was firm under a goed demand for
supplies, Car lots of Ontario and
Quebec -No. 2 white were quoted
at 53, No. 3 white dt 51% and No.
4 white at 49% cents per bushel,
ex track, with ©Ontario malting
barley selling 856% cents per bus-
hel ex track. While the undertone
to markets for spring and winter
wheat grades of flour was strong-
er, prices failed to show any
change. The volume of business in
both cases was moderate sized.
Considerable business was tran
sacted in the market for millfeed
and prices were steady. The de
mand tor standard grades of rolled
oats was gcod and prices were
tully maintained,

Under a good demand for sup-
plies the egg market was ‘firm.
Prices for all grades of hbutter
were well maintained and the
trade volume was fair. The cheese
market was quiet and steady.
