Some of these in=
ducements were that the lumber,
fish, coal and agricultural Pro=
ducts of the Maritimes would find
ready markets in Toronto and
Montreal, and a promise was made
that the Intercolonial Railway
would be built for the exclusive
mem of the people of the Mari=
es.

AS We now know, after Nova
Scotla and New Brunswick had
joined Confederation, the Inter-
colonial Railway was built, but it
was not operated exclusively for
the benefit of the Maritime Pro-
p vinces, because the freight and pas-
senger rates on that line were
Just as high as on any railway in
Canada. The products of Nova
Scotia and New Brunswick, coal,
fish, lumber and farm produce, did
not find a ready market in Tore
onto or Montreal, and the New
England markets were lost. How=
ever, there was nothing that the
Maritime people could do ahout it,
for they had joined the union.
