§'Side Business
Man Begins Second
Half Century

One of Summerside's older bus-
iness men, Mr. Edgar Clark, can
look back fifty years to the day he
went into business for himself. A
tailor by trade and still busy at
it, Mr, Clark continues his work
while he talks of his early days in
Summerside.

S8t in partnership with the
late Corey Steeves, they set up
business in a building on Water
Street which was located precisely
where Summer Street now joins
that thoroughfare, Older residents
will recall that for many years
Summer Street was opened up as
at present except that it had ns
opening on Water Street and it
was not till -some years later that
the building was moved allowing
the two streets to join. Mr. Clark
recalls that many people made it a
regular practice to go through his
store on their way to and from the
post office which was located as
now on Summer Street,

In 1901 Clark and Steeves nioved
their business across the street to
Rogers and Rogers store where the
Bank of Nova Scotia ‘now stands.
Two years later Mr. Steeves with-
drew from the business and the
late Willlam . Buchanan entered
the partnership which lasted till
Mr, Buchanan's retirement in 1920.
In 1907 the bullding they occupied
was destroyed by fire just one year
after the disastrous fire that start-
ed at the freight shed and burned
its way through town to the court
house. They then moved to the
location where Mr. Clark s still
plying his trade, across from R.T.
Holman, Ltd.

Mr. Clark was born in Victoria
and started to learn his trade with
John Willlams at Crapaud Corn-
er, Shortly after he came to Sum-
merside and worked for a time
with the late W.M.A. Stewart and
then lived briefly in Newcastle,
N.B. On his return from Newcastle
he started in business for himself,
