BLOODSHED, FIRE |
AND MASSACRE IN
HAITIEN CAPITAL

Port au Prince, Haiti, July 27—A
revolution, more terrible il the toll
thus far taken than any even in the
days of Nord Alexis, flamed out in the
Haitien capital today. It was an offsh-
oot of the movement to the north, wh-
erp the adherents of Dr. Rosalva Bobo
twice expelled from Haiti, have heen
striving for several months to break
the power of the Haitien president,
General Vibrun Guillaume.

One hundred and sixty men, includ-
ing a former president of Haiti, Gen,
Orestes Zamor, have been executed by
order of General Oscar, Governor of
Port au Prince, who later in the day
was dragged from the shelter of the
Dominion legation and riddled with
bullets.

President Guillaume and the mem-
bers of his family have taken refuge
in the French legation, an attack upon
which has been threatened; the presi-
dential palace has been partially de-
stroyed after an attack which lasted
for hours; the revolutionists are in
possession of the city, How many per-
sons have been shot down in the
streets and the Government buildings
cannot yet be learned, but the ex
changes between the loyal supporters
of the president and the rebels were

regiment which at 4 o'clock this
morning descended upon the palace,
Gillaume and those who acted as his
guard offered a stubborn resistance,
but were greatly outnumbered. The
palace was abandoned by the Presi-
dent, but some of the others continued
its defence. Soon word of the massacre
of the political prisoners was circu-
lated from mouth to mouth and a fier-
ce wave of indignation swept over the
capital. Many, who had not originally
been indentified with the rising, took
up arms. The Dominion legation was
invaded, and the Governor of Port au
Prince paid the price with his life.
So far as is known mno foreigners
have suffered in the present rising.
