The present situation
of the refiners is regarded in of-
ficlal circles as one undoubtedly
worthy of sympathetic considera-
tion, But it is felt that inquiry
should not rest with the present
financial difficulties of the refin-
ers. There is also the question of
profits made during the war per-
fod—whether such profits were
listributed or placed to reserve—
in fact, the whole recent financial
history of the refineries. This his-
tory will have to be given by the
refiners. With anything less, it is
felt the inquiry would be incom-
plete.

An emphatic denial i3 made to-
day to statements that the cabinet
in any way inspired ‘the order of
the board of commerce. One cabin-
ot minister describes that order
(1s a “bolt from the blue.”

“We knew nothing of it,” he
added; “it was a complete sur-
prise.”

Asquith View Dominion
Home Rule in Ireland

ILONDON, Oct. 16.—Former Pre
mier Asquith, speaking at Ayr last
night, made the following refer-
ence to Dominion Home Rule in
Ireland.

“There were,” he said, ‘“genuine
friends of a Dominion settlement
who were perturbed over the spe-
cial dangers: which they though'
they saw in regard to the questior
of strategy and foreign policy
He saw no difficulty whatever.
No dominion had anything more
than a consultative voice in these
mlatters. They did not propose to
give Ireland more than they gave
to any other dominion,

“As regards the maintenance of
forces for loyal defence, they
could not possibly deny to Ireland
what had been given to the other
dominions. Anybody who thought
that the maintenance of an Irish
militia would be a real menace to
Great Britain or the Empire must
be left to his. own imagination ™
He did not believe Ireland would
create a navy. She would be a
great fool if she did. She could get
all her navy work done for her
much more cheaply and efficiently
by the Imperial navy close by her
door.

‘Imperlal Navy Sufficient

Ireland  had ‘all sorts of inlets
and creeks in which smaller vessels
might enter, but it was a cardinal
principle with the self-governing
dominiong that the Imperial Navy
should have unrestricted use of all
their ports. He would never agree
to give dominion self-governmen'’
to Ireland on any other terms.
