What Is A Lichen? (2)

In last week's Notes a Lichen
was described as a compound
plant; a fungus and an alga liv-
ing co-operatively. Lichens are
widely distributed, and live on
rocks, stems of trees, or on the
ground. They may be dried un
without losing their vitality, thus

ering from other plants. As
already stated, the lichens vary
much in form and structure, but
all agree in the possession of a
“thallus”, which must be regarded
as the s , rootless, body of
the plant.

The thallus of our Peltigera can-
ina is frequent in damp places, on
logs or on the ground, in extens-
ive patches. It is normally green-
ish-gray, but may be ashy or
brownish, and has the appearance
of a membrance covering the

soil.

Both above and below, the thal-
lus is covered by cells like those
of ordinary plants, but a section
of it shows that its interior is. fil-
led with interlacing threads, or
hyphae of a fungus. No plant but
a lichen has such a structure.

Scattered irregularly through the
thallus, just under the surface,
are the green cells of the algae,
which color the membrane. The
thallus is anchored to the ground
by “root-hairs”, which do not
seem to have the function of true

The thallus also has spore-
bearing organs on its upper sur-
face. The commonest of these
organs is a disc-like structure cal-

notice.
