The purpose of legislation is to re-
strain that which is evil and harm-
ful to the welfare of the people.
Laws are good insofar as they do

this.

«while I ‘am speaking tonight
"primarjly  with the temperance
question in" mind; the - principles
which I set forth, and which I be-
lieve to be based upon the Word
of God, may be applied to any mor-
ol problem anywhere. i

«It is generally admitted that
laws upon the statute books are
not enough to restrain evil and
that  which is harmful to the wel-
fare. of the people. Unless there is
a relatively high moral character
in the people as a whole the best
laws mean nothing. If the charac-
ter of the people degenerates the
Jaws will be neglected. There will
not Be the will in the community
to enforce the laws. At certain
periods in Biblical history’ we have
such 2 condition, “The nation of
1srael had the best possible laws,
covering all the activities of life,
for they were given by God. Yet
in the period prior to the captivity
the character of the people degen-
eated so that these perfect laws
were generally evaded, So with laws
curbing the ‘liquor traffic, If the
moral character of a community is
relatively high the laws will be
effective. If the character of the
community is not high the laws
will not be effective,

“The question then is, how shall
character be improved. In order to
improve the charactez of a com-

. munity we must improve the char-
acter of the individuals ' in _the
community, Right here we come to
a diversity of opinion, Because of
diversity of opinion at this point
great temperance workers haye not
been able to cooperate. There was
a difference between . the great
evangelist, the late D. L. Moody,
and such a great temperance work-
er as Francis Willard, With Mr.
Moody the Christian religion was
first and temperance was but one
of its fruits. The temperance ques-
tion was to be attacked from the
standpoint of the Christian re-
ligion. He could not unite with
those who did not attack this
question from the Christian stand-
point. With Francis Willazd tem-
perance was religion, She was will-
