LENINE WILL LEAVE
THE BOLSHEVIKI

Strikes Ocvurring all Over
Russia. 150 Strike Leaders
Have Been Executed.

(Special to the Guardian.)

COPENHAGEN, August 12.—Prem-
ier Lenine intends to retire from the
head of the Bolshevik movement, ac-
cording to despatches from the Hel-
singfors, quoting (Russian papers.
Strikers are reported to be raging ev-
erywhere in the Bolsheviks controlled
territory. One hundred and fifty strike
leaders were said to have heen exec-
uted. Pending his actual withdrawal
Premier Lenine was reported to haye
instructed Herr Krassin, Minister of
railroads, to try to reach some under-
standing with the Mensheviki, the
moderate opposition party.The strikes
which have been. becoming more vicl-
ent are spreading in spite of the Gov-
ernment’s intervention.

On Aug-
ust 4, 1916 he was arrested in Brook-
lyn, N. Y., on a charge of forgery
preferred by the British Consul in
New York. At the time of his arrest
Lincoln declareq that he was a Ger-
man sympathizer and that England
wanted to try him for that offence.
Extradition of Lincoln on the forgery
charge was ordered by the United
States district Court. He was tried
for forgery in London and was sen-
tenced to three years imprisonment.

Sends Up Price

OTTAWA, Aug. 11—“Sugar supplieg
in Canada are bheing artificially res-
tricted and sugar prices are being un-
warrantable advanced by combines
and conspiracies which are absolutely
pernicious and unlawful,” is the state.
ment of Dr. R. J. McFall, cost of liv-
ing commissioner. “Now that the sea-
son is here when the housewife should
be preserving and canning fruit, the
people in centrol of our sugar have
seized upon the opportunity to deal an-
other blow to household canning and
make the consumer still more depend-
ent upon the big canning combine.

“Ior several wecks the dealer has
been experiencing difficulties in get-
ting sugar to supply hisiretail custom-
ers. There have been a few strikes at
the refineries which have helped - to
cause a stringency and on top of these
other refiners have seized upon the
same time to close down their plant
for.repairs. -The attempt has been
made to blame the shortage of refined
sugar on excessive exports, but this is
absolutely untrue as shown . by the
facts. The latest available customs re.
cord show the excesg ofour imports
over our exports is very much great-
er than usual; the sugar coming into
Canada is sufficient to supply, decid-
edly. more, not less, than our custom-
ary requirements.

“In spite of labor difficulties and
welltimed closing of plants, sugar has
been refined lately in Canada at a rate
in excess of our requirements. Yet we
have a shortage, and an advancca
price comes into effect in Canada while

“{he price remains constant on the New

York market, which is now the world's
clearing house for sugar. ‘When the
market price in Montreal advances
fifty-five cents perhundred weight the
price of all sugar in the hands of the
refiners, whole-salers anq many of the
retailers advances also even on the
large quantities in storage. Some re-
tailers have already advanced theh
prices for the sole reason that th_r-y
are profiteers. This is not general, o)
most of our retailers are good citizen
Moreover there is no general combine
among the retailers to make them ad-
vance prices in common,

“There is, however a vicious com-
bine before the sugar reaches the re-
tailers, and there is a powerful weap-
on in operation to cause the price on
the tens of millions of pounds in all
the major stock pins to advance at
once. This combine makes a substan-
tial discount to wholesaler: provided
they maintain the commmofi price set
by the combine; if prices are cut, the
discount is not received. (Inder such
conditions the advance in price on all
major holdings is inevitable. This com-
bine promotes the welfare of the large
business in‘arcsts, but is destroying
the good old-fashioned custom of
household proserving and is bleeding
the consumci« It will be remembered
