I have been opening hawks crops
ajl my life and have always known
what they lived on, but so many men
claimed the sanctuary attracted the
hawks, that last September when
hawlk were migrating I went a quar-
ter ofia mile east of my sanctuary,
built ‘s\blind in a fence corner and
used a oage elght feet square with
twenty-five to fifty Bronze Grackle
(Crow Blatk Birds) and Cow birds
for decoys apd in the Fall as the
hawks in this locality migrate from
East to West, & got' the hawks fully
a quarter of'a mile before they got
to the sanctuary.'Each night as the
weather was warm: 'I would pack

4
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them in common salt and express
them to the Biological Department of
the Ontario Royal Museum at- Tor-
onto, Ontario. Th2 accompanying re-
port sent back to me speaks for itself.
They were all killed by myself. The
owls I shot at night around the sanc-
tuary. All I wish to say 1is, during
Beptember, kill this many hawks
yourself and do not take mine or the
other fellow's word for it. The facts
are I am giving the balance of my
life to  the study of conservation,
and I know I have struck a plan to
test out the good and bad hawks,
and' if you men who are constantly
writing offensive letters to me be-
cause of my stand against the hawks
and Crows, are not satisfied with
this Black Bird decoy proposition,
next year I will use Bob-White quail
and Mourning doves for decoys. I
do not expect to shoot the three big,
clumsy variety of hawks, for I have
sald before, while they will kill & few
rabbits, snakes, etc, I know they are
not destructive to our small and love-
able birds. Moreover, I know ‘' Mr.
Redtail will kill Crows and I know
that the death of one Crow means
more live songsters,
