“In the Province af Prince Edward
Island &0 much of the land is suited
for agriculture that the only way in
which the subject appeals to the peo-
ple here is in connection with the
agricultural industry. It has been
proved that even in a wholly agri+'
culture rcgion more grain and other
field crops will be produced, if from
ten to fifteen per cent. is left in
woodland, while at ©' the same time
tlese areas supply to the best ad-
vantage fuel and  building material
for the farmers; they also form a
cover for the insectivorous birde
which do o mich to assist our farm-
ere, and they regulate the flow of
our streams and thus maintain ferti-
lity and water power."’ %

The convention to be held in Hal-
