Re-
ports show that the spring this year
is Iate, and that heavy rains through-
out the Dominion have in many pla-
ces made it difficult to work the land.
In Eastern Canad seeding at the end
of May was considerably behind hand,
especially as compared with last year,
ang. in parts of the west the sowing
of oats and barley had not been com-
pleted. ‘

According to the preliminary esti-
mates of correspondents, wheat-in €a-
nada  this year will occupy a total
area of 11,491,600 acres. This is 1,
494,800 acres, or 11 'per rent. below
the high record of last year when 12;
986,400 acres were harvested, but .1,
197,700 acres or 11.6 per cent. ahove
the harvested area of 1914, which was
10,293,900. aeres.

LONDON, June 156.—French on
slopes south -of Le Mort A Homme,
northwest of Verdun have attacked
and captured a German trench. The
Germans are still violently bombard-
ing the sectors of Thiaumont and
Fort Souville northeast of Verdun,
probably preparatory to another in-
fantry attack with the hope of a fur-
ther advance toward the fortress. On-
ly artillery activity is in progress on
the remainder of the front in France
and Belgium. The Canadians are
still holding the positions recaptured
from the Germans in the vicinity of
Zillebeke where there is intermittent
shelling by both sides,

PARIS, June 15.—The Germans are
continuing the violent bombardment
of the French positions north of Sou-
ville, the key to the inner defences
of Verdun, the official statement fis-
sued by the French war office to-
day states.

No infantry fighting occurred on
either bank of the Meuse last night.
On the Vosges front some minor Ger-
man attempts to attack the French
line were made, but completely fail-
ed, according to the official state-
ment.
