Meeting Held

The quarterly meeting of the
Summerside Board of Trade was
held last evening in the Town Hall,
Mr. A. R, Brennan, President was
in the chair, Several matters came
up for discussion, the most import-
ant wa; that of manual training
for the pupils of the Summe:s de
High School. It was the concensus
of opinlon that manual traimng
was an important branch of any
school program and should receive
the support of the Board of Trade.
The matter had been “brought to
the attention of the Board at the

the Tront of Important facts, not
hitherto generally r o , have
resulted in a most encouraging un-
animity of thought and purpose.

For example, the idea seemed to
prevall that the provincial govern-
ments elected from time to time
in the past jjave been largely je-
sponsible for the adverse economic
conditions; whereas it is now a-
greed that our provincial govern-
meats cannot in reason be expect-
ed to initiate many new move-
ments which rather should eman-
ate from the people themselves;
and further, that, in any event, the
cabinet composed of so few active
members as is the case in this
province is  necessarily engrossed
in the day to day affairs of gov-
ernment. With these principles ac-
cepted the members now feel that
they have a really worth while
duty to perform.

Before attempting to visualize
the future or to lay specific plans
for reform or improvement, it was
realized that a study of past and
present economic conditions was
of first importance and, as a re-
sult of many discussions, the fol-
lowing facts have been accepted as
of basic import and signifcance.

First. Because cf its valuable
fisheries, its healthtul and invigor-
ating climate, permitting of a full
quota of daily manual labor, the
natural fertility of the soil and
the remarkably rapid growth dur-
ing the summer months of manay
forms of vegetation added to
which’ there is a notable absence
of floods, droughts and fogs, this
Island should in the very nature
of things be a veritable “Mscca,”
acting as a magnate to people
from all parts of the world.

Second. Instead of the ahove,
there has been ever since 1890 a
Strong tendency for Islanders to
emigrate to the mainland, no tew-
er,—according to the Domin.on

Statistician—than 71,000 ma nly
young people, having left ther
homes in the-forty years endirg

cause of depre:sed conditicas in
the other provinces, emplcyment
elsewhere has not been readily

procurable and as a corsequence
pecple have rema ned
on the Island. Each year, however,
there has betn an increase 11 un-
empbloyment.

Third. During the forty years
referred to above, viz. from 1890 to
1930, the older peodle on the
farms were left withcut sucecssors
and, as they grew In years, w.re
unable to carry on, with the re-
sult that there are today hundreds
of abandoned farms for which
there 1s no demand. Not only do
thee idle farms add nothing to
the wealth of the Islarnd ktut each
year, growing up in trees and
shrubs, the soil is becoming more
and mcre impoverished wh'le ihe
buildings are falling into decay.

Fourth. In the f'she2ries, vhle
the oyster beds are beinT re‘uven-
ated under Domnicn Geovernment
contrcl, there are mary who foel
that the yecrs of the lob'ter ave
numbered, while the cth-r kin<s of
fish are avparently not nearlv so
rlentiful as in the past.

Fifth. In add:tion to these dis-
ccureging facts, there are string
reasons to fear an early repet tion
of the emigration of former ye:rs.
Not only has the Island already
sent away zome hundreds of ycung
men in the army, with as many
more to follow, but there is actual-
ly in pregress today a ccns'derable
outflow by rail to Quebec and On-
tario, where exceptional industrial
activity prevails in the product on
of war supplies. In this connection
it is but reasonalbe to suppose
that, so soon as the unemployed 11
the Central Provinces have been
absorbed, wages as high as those
that prevailed during the last war
will be paid and then many of our
young men and women will again
leave their homes on the farms.
To avoid this untoward condit'on
there appears to be no choice but
by every means possib'e to make
farming and fishing more prcf.t-
able ard to provide steady employ-
ment at fair wages in our urban
centers,

Advertising Of Island Potatoes

6. In several states of the Union,
the State Governments are levying
a small tax, usually one cent  per
bushel, upon all potatoes exported
to other states, and are using the
proceeds of the tax in advertising
the potatoes in the larger centres
of population. This plan is meet- .
ing with excellent results, not only
in creating a demand but in in-
c easing the selling price to an
extent many times the amount of
the tax., We believe that this is a
matter worthy of your immedate
consideration with a view to the
introducticn of a similar plan in
this province. We shall shortly
hand you a report on same.

Further-
more, as this is an island and

| is reason to believe that it would
be profitable to have all animal
matings controlled in order to raise
the standard of all kinds of live-
stock on the Island.

Goats

8. There is a growing and large
demand for kid skins for glove
making and for goat skins for fine
leather goods, neatly all of which
have to be imported into Canada
from other countries. As goat's
milk is of special value for in-
fants and invalids, also for foxes
and for the making of high priced
cream cheeses, there isan unlimit-
ed demand for this product. We are
preparing data on this whole ques-
tion and we believe that same will
convince your government that it
would be advisable to import from
British Columbia a carload of the
best foundation stock, as is now be-
ing done by the Province of Que-
bec, to e distributed among some
of our most progressive farmers,
on the understanding that your
government will be given control
for further distribution of a per-
centage of the young kids as they
are born. The cost of freighting
from British Columbia is much
less in carioad lots and permits
of the an‘mals being accompanied
by a caretaker. This movement
will cost the Government nothing
as the price paid for the animals
and the freight would be repaid by
the farmers receiving the stock.

skins brings up the further ques-
tion of the establishment of a tann-
ing industry run upon modern
lines. Prior to the change some
years ago to chemical processing
of hides, there appeared to have
been two fair sized tanneries. At
that time more heef cattle were
raised on.the Island and the
heavier hides were tanned. From
such investigations as we have as
yet made, the tanning of the fin-
er skins would appear to be bes-
ter suited to this Province includ-
ing calf, kip, lamb, sheep, kid and
goats, also the making of winter
sleigh robes from horse hides. The
matter is at least worthy of in-
vestigation,

Tobacco Cultivation

10. We have been asked to in-
vestigate the possibility of cutivai-
ing tobacco successfully on this Is-
land and while it is stated by some
that past experiments have not
proved a success, there are others
who contend that certain types of
plant can be grown, particularly in
certain sections of our sandy loam.

e matter appears to be worthv
of careful consideration as the
value of the product per acre is
ve'y high and gives employment
to more people per given area than
any other product in Csnsia,

Strawberry Cultivation

11. In peace times there is a de-
mand in Britain for more than
10,000 tons of strawberries, the out-
put of 4,000 acres, put up in sul-
phur dioxide, which process, if
done in a Ia,r¥e way, is both simple
and  inexpensive. There is also a
world wide demand for a good
quality of strawberry jam and a
fair demand for frozen strawberries.
Island strawberries are admitted
to be of a superior flavour and
texture and now that we shall have
ditect ocean shipping, our Council
feel that this matter is worthy of
special encouragement,

Cranberry Bogs

12. There are some hundreds of
valuable cranberry bogs in different
parts of the Province, none of
which is being cultivated on cor-
rect lines. In most districts there
