Probably Oldest Anglican
Bishop In World

Bishop Clark of Rhode Island was
Throan Fromhis  Carriage
and Fatally “lInjured. He
©* Was Borniin 1812. )

NEwPorT, R I, Sept. 7.—Right Rev.
Thomas March Clark, Bishop of Rhode
Island and by virtue of his seniority pre-
siding hishop of the Episcopal church in

this country, as well as the oldest bishop
in the Avglican community, if not the
world, died today at his home in Middle-
town, a few miles from thie city. Bishop
Clark was throwa from his carriage while
driving here about a month ag>, bat
ap arently recovered from the accid-
ent. He was taken suddenly .ill this
afternoon and died within an hour.B'shop
Clark was born in Newburyport, Mass.,

on July 4, 1812. He was graduated at
Yalein 1833, and studied theology at
Prioceton until 1833, when on com-
pleting his course he received a licemse
to preach by the presbytery of
his native place. He was made dea-

con of Grace Church in Bostoa in 1336 and
aivanced tothe priesthood in November
of that year. He officiatel at Giace church
until 1842, when he lef; for Philadelphla,

where he was rector of St Andrew’s
church until 1847. He then 1eturned to
Bist.n as assistant rector of Trinity
church, and finally became rector of the
Church of Corist at Hariford, Conn. He
remained there from 1850 uatil 1854, when
he was consecrated Bishop of Rnode Is-
land in Graice church, Progideace om Dec.
G, 1854. He wis not ouly Bisnop of Rnoce
Island, but for twelve years acted a-
rector for Grace chuich mm Providence.
The fortietn asniversary of his c¢nsecra-
tioa as bishop wss celebratee in 1794
Foury:ars laser he gave up the active
duties of his diocese to Rev W M McVicar
who now becomes Bisnop of Rbhede Is-
land.

Major Williams arrived in Torant) se=-
terday and was secn at his residence, 124
St Ge rge street. He was réticeat regard-
iog his own affairs, but corroborated the
statement that the Canadian officers had
been extremely well used in England. He
had been attached to the 13th Hussars,
the Royal Horse Artillery and the second
division of the 3rd Infantry Brigade.

The major stated that much “attention
was being paid to shooting in the English
army by all ranks in the service. Many
prizes were being given to encourage good
shooting and the greatest interest was
taken in the matches by colonels and
privates alike. There had been a decided
improvement in the service in the past
ten years. Tommy Atkins was now
taught to think for himself instead of
blindly trusting to his superior officer.

The revelations in the War Office had
created no excitement among military
men, it being spoken of very little among
them or in the clubs. It was considered
chiefly a political matter, and very little
attention was paid to it.—Toronto World.
[Major Williams is a brother of Rev. Leo
Williams of this city and was second in
command in the 2nd Canadian Mounted
Rifles who participated in the late South
African war. It is thought that Major
‘Williams may shortly supersede Colonel
Lessard, D. S. O, Inspector of Cavalry
and, Colonel commanding the Royal
Canadian Dragoons. It was Colonel
Lessard who inspected the Light Horse
here last July.]
