His Speech Brings Cold Comfort to Liberals
who had Hoped for Condemnation of the
Pays Tribute to Canadian
Soldiers and Suggests Bringing Militia Ac!

OTTAWA, Jan, 30— Before a
crowded house and galleries Sir Sam
Hughes, ex-Minister of Militia, today
delivered a speech which brought cold
cheer to the hearty of Liberal mem-
bers who have been waiting for the
former war lord to do what their Op-
position has not been able to do,
namely, damage the record of the
present administration beyond repair,

(leneral Hughes minced no words
and where he differed from the policy
tavored by Sir Robert Borden and the
rest of hie colleagues he said so, but
he declared equally empha-
tically  that Liberalism was an
impossibility for him. He favored the
putting in force of the = Militia Act
under which 300,000 Canadians could
be called out and trained.

Overseaw volunteers could then be
called for and if enough did not come
forward these forcees could be sent
over as Militia. Sir Sam made several
references to opposition he had met
from Sir Thomas White, Minister ot
Iinance, and thic led - the Finance
Minister to reply.

Sir Sam said he found himself in
, a peculiar position. During the past
few days he had received a consid-
erable number of letters offering him
advice. One writer urged him to.“go
slow and give no ammunition to the
Girits;’”’ another said, “the Tory gang
have slated you, give them something
hot.” Sir Sam said he was a believer
in -~ responsible gover t which
meant party government.

Sir Sam sald he had been' unofficial-
ly invited to cast in his lot with the
Liberal party.

“In all love and kindness,” he pro-
ceeded, “let me gay the idea shocked
me. To assist in placing a statesman
of even Sir Wilfrid Laurier’s = high
character in power with the principles
cnunciated by his authorized support:
or in Dorchester, and have Canada
depend on hig ideals for the conduct
and the settlement of the war, would
he repugnant to my very soul. What-
cver my course today may be and
whatever the effect to me may be
rest assured my aim, my purpose, my
determination have but one .conclu
sion the active, energetic conduct of
the war to a victorious conclusion.”

Sir Sam
had stated that the contract branch
had, as a result,. been practically
blocked, the cost of goods had been
enhanced, the trucks for the second
division had been delayed for four
months, that medical units had gone
overseas only half equipped, that con-
tracts for soldiers’ clothing had heen
given to blouse makers and corset
manufacturers and that in short, “the
most ardent agents of the German
government could scarcely have heen
more successful in holding up’ the
proper equipment of our forces, had
they been in control.”

Sir Sam then outlined his views on
the organization of the Canadian
army at the front as requiring above
all things an arrangement which
would keep two divisions always in
r,ps‘t. This would mean the promotion
of General Byng to the command of
an army, the creation of two corps.
one under General Currie and ithe
other under some other Canadian,
consisting of six divisions or pogsib
[ly eight, and orders except for com-
mand, to be directly under the Cana
dian government.

SIR THOMAS WHITE REPLIES

Sir Thomas' White said he had not
intended to intervene in the debate,
but Sir Sam had made some refer
ence to him which called for a reply.
The quotations from letters = which
Sir Sam made at _the outset, .quota
tions probably carefully chosen, had
referred to an intrigue of the Minister
of Finance against the ex*Minister
of Militia. “There are some things,”
said Sir Thomas, “which a gentleman
will not discuss; one thing i his own
honor. I believe I have the confidence
of men on both sides of the house,
and that outside of the Minister of
Militia himself, no one believes I am
capable of intriguing against any of
my colleagues. I will do the ex-
Minister of Militia the justice to say
that I don’t believe he really believes
himself. If he doe, then all I have tc
say is that the strain of the past twc
yvears has impaired what wag once 2
strong and brilliant mind.”

Sir Thomas declared that he had
always given  General Hughes a
renerous measure of support for
the five years in which he had been

Géneral Hughes then referred to
the alleged disgensions in the Cabinet,
They had never “fought like blazesy”
he said. The Finance Minister had on
occasion objected to the manner in
which Sir Sam and other Ministers
were gpending money. “I told him
lis proper function was not to med-
dle bhut to raise revenue and  keep
the country buoyant and prosperous,”
sald Sir Sam, “later on I showed him
how it could be done.”

Turning to the matter of military
purchase, Sir Sam challenged the
world to produce a record of good
buying, with one exceptipn,. as the
purchase of supplies for the  First
Contingent. The solitary exception
had been the purchase of trucks and
bicycles by Mr. T. A. Russell, who
had been recommended by Sir Thos.
White as an old business associate.

Sir Sam then went on to sbeak of
the status  of the Canadian forces
and quote various authorities to prove
that the Dominfon had power to call
out 400,000 men 1if it wag deemed such
4 number would be necessary and
send them overseas in an emergency.

Sir Sam then read a letter which
he addressed to Sir Robert on May
13, 1915, protesting against the inter-
ference’ of the so-called sub-com-
mitlee of the Cabinet with the pur-
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in the Cabinet. He had alwaye re
garded him as a gallant goldier and a
‘rue patriot, and so regarded him to
day. It was true he had had some
onflict with him in regard to the es:
‘imates for the Militia Department,
but the Minister of Finance necessar-
ily has to be responsible to the peo
ple, not only for getting revenue. but
for keeping down expenditure. When
there had been a division of opinion,
he, Sir Thomas, had gone to Sir
Sam’'s office and the whole matter
had been satisfactorily adjusted.

Mr. Hughes asserted that the Gov-
ernment from the very moment of its
existence down to the present hac
never realized its responsibilities, but
had dinstead been consolidating and
aggrandizing itself and enriching 1»
personal friends. He referred to the
Borden-Hughes correspondence ' as
disclosing a state of affairs more seri-
ous than the country had ever sus-
pected and stated there would have to
be an investigation before Parliamen-
tary extension was granted. He then
attacked the Government on the
ground that it had' allowed' the Laur:-
er navy to fall into disuse and stated
that the recruiting now in progress
all over Canada for the British navy
showed that the Dominion would have
been able to raise the men needed for
Canadian warships.
