Mr Ilsley, 55, was a member of
the Ccrmmons for 22 years before
his retirement last year to resume
private law practice in Montreal.
He had held the portfolios of
National Revenue, Finance and
Justice, He sat for Digby-Annap-
olid-Kings.

For the $12,000-a-year job as a
Supreme Oourt justice, Mr. Iisley
gaves up his lucrative practice as
2 member of the Montreal irm of
Iisley, Duquet and Mackay. At
the time of his appointment, Gov-
ernment officials said he would
teceive in the neighborhood of
$200 a day as Transport Commis-
sion counsel,

First elected in 1926, he was
called to the Cabinet as Revenue
