LLONDON, Feb. 25—Rev Dr. H. R.
L. (“Dick”) Sheppard, Dean of
Canterbury. is resigning the Deanery
- owing to ill health, For 13 years
“Dick” sheppard was one of the
best known clergymen in London
his church, §St. Martin's-in-the-
Fields, Trafalgar Square, being crowd
ed Sundays as no other place of
worship in the Metropolis was. He
was the first in England to broad-
cast religious services. He was then
vicar of St. Martin's. Because of ill
health in 1927 he gave up his post
in St. Martin’s which he had held
since 1914, He was made Dean of

Canterbury ‘in 1929. .
Dr. Sheppard is suffering from
heart trouble,-and though his health

of late has shown some improve-
ment and the heart atfection Is
yieliing to treatment he has been

warned by his doctors that he must
not continue his present work. He
hopes to be able to take up other
work at a later date.

The outbuildings of this rcal
chateau were in stone, and somewhat
expensive in character.

The Hon., Mr. - DeBleury found
great pleasure in entertaining and
the doors of his manor house were
constantly open to friends from Mon-~
treal and elsewhere, who invariably
enjoyed generous hospitality,

The last of the de Bleury line died
suddenly on September 15, 1862..0n
settling the estate it was found that
the fine property at St. Vincent de
Paul was heavily mortgaged, and it
went under the hammer of the sher-
iff on December 30, 1863, Tancrede
Bouthillier- being the purchaser.

Mr. Bouthillier appears to have re-
sold the property in different lots,
one going to Felix Lussier, of Var-
ennes,  whose descendants were still

PHILADELPHIA, Feb. 25— The
celebration of Washington's birthday
tomorrow recalls to Philadelphia
the days when the city was the na-
tion's capital and the first President
lived in the old Morris Mansion at
Sixth and High streets, now: Sixth
and Market.

The mansion, built by Robert Mor-
ris, financier of the Revolution, was
a three story yellow brick structure,
with gardens of flowering trees,
shrubs and fruit and shade trees to
conceal it from the passersby on old’
High street, Rt
Morris's home- was selected as the
most charming residence in the city
and the proper residence for the
President when the Congress voted
in 1790 to make the Quaker City the
capital for a period of ten years un-
til the new Federal city could be
planned and built on the Potomac.

Arrived in November

Washington came to the city from
his home at Mount Vernon in No-
vember of 1791, in time for the open-
ing of Congress.

The rooms of the old mansion,
which have long since been sacri-
ficed to the gods of commerce and
industry, witnessed events of the
greatest importance in the forma-
tion of the Republic,

It was here that Citizen Genet,
minister of the newly formed French
republic, was greeted by President
Washington, after he had disregard-
ed the laws of the country and com-
missioned two privateers at Charles-
ton, South Carolina, to prey on Eng-
lish shipping.
