The second reference to the bye-
elections made by Mr. Sinclair is
reported near the close of the in-
terview.

Do these things show
that the Board of Trade and the
Associated Boards are entitled to
all the praise Mr. Hyndman has so
lavishly bestowed upon them? I
ask the people of Prince Edward
Island to read the correspondence
and be the judges in this matter.
But there 48 more to follow.
When I found that the Charlotte-
town Board of Trade was not like-
ly to take any action, I took some
action myself, and I found that
some thirty or forty of the citizens
of Charlottetown, among them a
Judge, had written General Manag-
er Brown praising Supt. Grady’s
railway management and misrep-
resenting my attitude and motives,
Some of these citizens are doubt-
less members of the Charlottetown
Board of Trade and Associated
Boards.
