Mark Twain (Samuel Langhorne, Clemens)
died this date, 1910; first a compositor, then suc-
cessively clerk, teacher, reporter, miner, he
qualified as pilot on the Mississippi, and there he
found material for the original sketches -which
have made so famous the name he took from the
call of the “leadsmen” on the Mississippi steam-
ers—“Mark twain” (mark two fathoms) . After
the civil war he devoted himself to lecturing, and
edited newspapers in  Virginia City and San
Franscisco. In a lucky hour he was sent with a
pleasure-party to write descriptive sketches of a
tour through Europe, and Palestine,  Thus the
humorous “Innocents Abroad” (1869) took
shape. It had an enormous sale, and was follow-
ed by a long series of works, all showing his dis-
tinctive type of humour, which largely consists
in the use of “satire contrast”—viz., gravely pro-
pounding with matter of fact seriousness the
most utterly incongruous ideas as interdependent
on each other. Outstanding works — “Tom
Sawyer,” “A Tramp Abroad,” “Adventures of
Huckleberry Tinn,” “A Yankee at King Ar-
thur’s Court.” “He was a very inferior  farmer
when he first began . - . and he js now fast ris-
ing from affluence to poverty ”
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
