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doubt as to the bona fides of any refugee, he
could be interned in suitable quarters until that
doubt was cleared upr A few score or a few
hundred might come within this category but
there must be thousands of others, of whom there
could be no doubt whatever, who could be res-
cued in the interval.

Mr. King said that Canada had received some
9,000 refugees between 1933 and 1942. The
acceptance of a thousand refugees a year by a
country as large as this one is hardly an achieve-
ment of magnitude. The fact is that most of these
people came to Canada at their own expense and
many of them brought substantial wealth and
skill to this country. We took them in not be-
cause they were destitute and starving but be-
cause they had means with which to establish
themselves in Canada.

Nor can Canada take much credit for the of-
fer to take in 1,000 children from France. It
did so only after private Canadian citizens guar-
anteed to assume the care and maintenance of
these children out of their own resources

What was lacking in Mr. King’s speech was
a recognition that Canada as a nation has a
moral responsibility toward these countless thou-
sands of decent men, women and children who
have been driven from their homes by Hitler
and out into alien lands. They fought the good
fight and they have a right to expect of us as
allies that we will do something for them, and
do it now.

Rationing is becoming more intense in Bri-
tain.  Mr. Hugh Dalton, minister-in-charge re-
cently said that so far as clothing is concerned
the yearly allowance “might range from a mini-
mum of thirty-six to a maximum of forty-
eight”, and if it is the latter it will not be a
serious cut from the present scheme under which
civilians receive fifty-one coupons yearly. If,
however, the number of coupons is reduced to
thirty-six the British people will really have
reached bedrock, for Mr. Dalton held out no hope
that the coupon value of clothing articles can be
cut to ease the situation at all. Thirty-six cou-
pons a year would allow a man to buy only one
suit, one pair of shoes and one pair of socks
In practice, however it would probably work
out that a man would probably not buy a suit at
all but would have to devote his ration to replen-
ish his stock of underwear, shirts and handker-
chiefs. For a woman thirty-six coupons would
mean the purchasing power for one suit, one
dress, three pairs of stockings and two hand-
kerchiefs, but again she would probably have to
do withcut either the suit or the dress and use
up more coupons for stockings, shoes and
houschold towels which now also have come un-
der the rationing scheme.

All
that is required is that any cream-
ery having difficulty in finding a
market at prices equivalent to the
minimum prices as fixed by the
Order, should have the butter
graded and tender the First Grade
butter to this Board. The Board
{s prepared to purchase the butter
at the minimum price for the
month of sale as fixed by Order
No. 54 and find storage space for

the butter.

BY-LAW TO AMEND THE BY-LAW TO REGULATE
TRAFFIC in the CITY OF CHARLOTTETOWN

Be IT ENACTED by the City Council of the City of
Charlottetown as follows:

- The By-law to regulate traffic in the City of Char
lottetown is hereby amended by adding to Section 58 there:
of the following:

. 'The said Committee is further empowered and author:
lzet'l to set up slow signs at any street intersection an
maintain the same as long as said Committee may think fit,
all of which slow signs shall be clearly indicated by printed
lettering so placed that it may be read by the drivers or op
erators of the approaching vehicles which are intended 10
be slowed; No vehicle confronted by such slow sign shal
enter upon such intersection without having materially re:
duced its speed below that ordinarily allowable at an inter
section, namely, 10 miles per hour, and every suc
vehicle shall delay entering upon such : intersec
tion, even to the extent of completely stopping, um
til such entry can safely be effected without interfering
with traffic on or nearly approaching the intersection 0¥
with foot traffic thereat; provided always that vehicles
entering such intersection from approaches not confront:
ing them with a slow sign (or with a stop sign) shall {10'
hereby, or by Sections 56 or 57 of this By-law or by any sigh
placed under Section 56 be relieved from the requirements 0
this By-law limiting speed at intersections.
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
