Roger ‘Rajah’ Hornsby To
Baseball’s Hall Of Fame

NEW YORK, Jan. 20--(AP)—
Baseball’'s Hail ¢f Fame at Coop-
erstown is slowly beccoung meore
populous,

Rogers Hornsby was added today
to the group of 26 who have been
enshrined i baseball's Jirtaplace,

‘The Rajah now nearing 46 years
of ago, completed his ac’ive career
in the majsr leagues only four
seasons ago, and now is manager
of Fort Worth in the Texes Lea-

gue,

He was named on 182 ballots in
poll of 233 baseball writers con-
ducted by Bill Brandt, publicity
director of the National League, in
the first election held since 1939
and thus caught up with the hon-
or he missed by a small margin
three years ago.

A three-fourths vote was need-
ed to elect and although 72 play-
ers were offered by the writers,
each of whom was asked to list
10 nominees, Hornsby was the only
star selected,

There was no question that the

greatest righthanded hitter in
baseball's long ory had earned
the accolade. In 23 years in the

ma¥rs he carved an everlasting

niche for himself. He played for
five different clubs and managed
four of them, led - the National
League in bating for seven sea-
sons—six in succession from 1920
and again in 1928, hit over .400 for
three different years, and twice
was named the most valuable play-
er in the senior circuit.

He set many batting records that
still stand for baseball's modern
era, the foremost being his 424
average for St. Louls Cardinals in

Hornsby broke into the majors
with the Rerbirds in 1915. Ten
years later he became their man-
ager and he steered them to a
world championship,

Hornsby was the 14th star of
the modern era chosen by the
baseball writers. Those named

previously were Ty Cobb, Babe
Ruth, Honus Wagner, Christy
Mathewson, Walter Johnson, Na-
poleon Lajoie, Tris Speaker, Cy
Young, Grover Alexander, George
Sisler, Eddie Collins, Willie Keel-
er and Lou Gehrig. All except
Mathewson. Keeler and Gehrig
are still alive.
