SKIN ALLERGY

It is only in recent years that
we have becone familiar with the
word ‘“allergy”. Being allergic
means the individual is susceptible
or oversensitive to a substance
taken in the usual amounts which
is harmless to the majority of
other people.

When we think of allergy, we
may think, first, of hives (urticaria

colds or even stomach upsets. What
many of us do not realize is that
there are other irritations of *he
skin besides hives which are caused
by allergy.

In “Medical Clinles of North
America,” Drs, Norman R. Ingra-
ham, Jr., and Herman Beerman,
University of Pennsylvania, state
that allergy plays an importaant
role in dermatology (diseases of
the skin) as the sole cause of par-
tlal cause of varlous skin ailments.

Skin allments caused by allergy
fall into three broad classes: First,
where the skin is irritated by com-
ing in contact with the allergle
substance, the degree or amount
of irritation being found only on
the layers of the skin exposed to
the substance. This is now known
as contact dermatitls, Thus, dur-
ing the war when dyes were/ not
as pure, enuch contact dermnatitis
was caused by dresses and other
garments. Poison ivy is a typlcal
example of contact dermatitis.
Secondly, allergy or sensitization
may be caused through absorp-
tion of the allergic substance into
the blood. The blood carries it to
various parts of the body where it
sets up symptoms. The absorption
into the blood may be through the
skin, lungs or stomach and intes-
tines. Thus drug and food irrita-
tions causitg hives, rashes; discol-
orations are examples of this sec-
ond absorption type of dermatitis.
Thirdly is the well known ecz-
ema-asthma-hay fever complex,
which appears to Ye an inherited
tendency, Dust, feathers, furs,
foods, pollen of plants are the most
corrrnon causes of the symptoms.
Most cases of skin allergy can
be relleved if the patlent first con-
sults the family physician who, 'n
stubborn cases, may vefer the pat-
fent to an allergy speclalist, an

allergist.
