Father O'Gorman, of Ottawa,
Roman Catholics to Join
the Colors.

Urges

SACRED DUTY TO _ENLIST.
Catholic Societies Are Urged to Un-
dertake in an Earnest Manner
Work ' of Recruiting.

— )
OTTAWA, Jan. 9.—Rev.” Father
John J. O’'Gorman, parish priest
preaching his secound recruiting ser-
mon in the Blessed -Sacrement Church
Fourth avenue, today made an urgent
plea for Roman Catholics to enlist.
Father O'Gormau pointed out that the
Canadian Government's latest call was
requivalent to a call on every able-
bodied bachelor in the Dominion, and
he added that the obligation . is all
the greater when one is a Christian.
Father O'Gorman spoke in part as
follows:
It appears to me, that I am
preting and applying Catholic prin-
ciples properly, by discussing this
question in the following manner:
When the Canadian Government in
August, 1914, called for 20,000 volun-
teers for the Expeditionary Force,
enlisting was a counsel, not a com-
mand, for the ordinary citizen who
had not been a soldier. It was clear
that the first men who should and
would enlist were those who were or
had been soldiers and those who had
a special liking for that profession.
It was evident also that since Bri-
tain's danger was more immediate,
that there would be a rush of British
and Irish-born Canadians to the col-
ors. As events proved, these two class-
e¢s of men supplied in a month the re-
quired number of soldiers. Now,
however, the call for recruits comes
to the Canadian who is able and free
to be a soldier, not as a.counsel, but
as a command. )
For on the first of January of
K the Canadian Government in-
creased the nnmber of recruits re-
quired to half a million. Now the
total number of men in Canada of 21
years of age and over, excluding those
norn irn enemy countries, is shown
by the census of 1911 to be two mil-
lion. Of those a million and a third are
married. That leaves two-thirds of a
million of unmarried men of 21 years
6f aze and- over. ‘T'o ‘ascertain the
uumber of unmarried men of enlisting
age in Canada, one must add to the
1y mentioned twosthirds of a
million those between 18 and 21 years
of age: and one must subtract there-
from .bachelors of over 45 years of
age. The weak, the mfirm and the
unfit must be left out:of the count.
Hence it would appear that the total
numher of Canadian bachelors, phy-
sically fit to be soldiers, is not more
than two-thirds of a million, if indeed
it be that -high. Now it is evident
that all these cannot .enlist, Very
many of them are serving their coun-
try better by remaining at their oc-
cupations at home. If we deduct from
the total list those farmers, skilled
mechanics, physicians, clergymen and
nthers who are absolutely required in
this country, it will be seen that there
are scarcely half a million bachelors
in Canada available for military ser
vice,

inter-
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What  Call  Means

What does that mean? It means
two things. First, that some married
men must go to war, even though the
call comes to them more frequently
as a counsel than ‘as a command.
Needless to say, many of them volun-
teered from the very beginning of the
war. It means secondly, that every
able-bodied unmarried Canadian citi-
zen, always excluding those of enemy
birth. who is not certain that he is re-
quired at home, is in duty bound to
volunteer for overseas service. For
it is abundantly clear that the men
who are governing Canada, would not
expose half a million of the  flower
of our manhood to disease, wounds,
aud death, unless that were necessary.
Since it is ‘necessary, it-means that
the hall-million  men must be pro-
cured. Just as the Government hag a
right to call half a million men to the
colors by conscription, so the Govern-
ment has a right to-oblige in con-
science able-bodied men who aré free
to do so to enlist voluntarily. It is a
mistake to suppose that there are no
obligations save th-se which rést upon
formal commands. The voluntary
system in the Dominion today binds
every ablesbodied Canadian  whose
dutios permit  him to culist, just as
conscription would. it is the nobles!
of all forms of conscription, the con-
seribing force being the oral law,
Leg me sum up the argument as fol-
lows: The Canadian Government has
undoubtedly a right to call as it did
for half a million soldiers. This call
obliges primarily the unmarried men.
The tota]l number of unmarried men,
who are free to go is less than half a
million. Therefore, every able-bodied
Canadian bachelor, who is nol de-
tained by a more urgent dntv. is in
conscience bound to enlist. What the
Bishop of Northampton said of Eng-
land last April is equally true of Can-
ada today. “The voluntary system,”
said this Catholic Bishop, in a sermon
recorded in the Tablet of May 1 last,
“ 18 no less obligatory in conscience
than the system of conscription.”
For had even one man the t to
shirk his duty, then half a men
h same right. That the State

in this world crisis be not at the merey
of the shirker the Government intends
to bind and has bouind.in conscience
all able-bodied unmarried men, not al-
ready fulfilling a more urgent duty.
to enlist for the Canadian Expedi-
tionary Force. o

Appeal to Catholics

Catholics of Canada, your Catholic-
ity is now heing tested by the white
fire of sacrifice. Now i€ the time to
act, When this war is over, it will
be idle to relate what Catholic Can-
adians did in the war of 1812. Tle
question will be: What did Catholic
Canadians do in the war of 19142 A
census will be taken of the shirkers
of Canada. Every Catholic in that
number will be a scandal .to  the
Church. It will.not suffice that we
shall have done as well as our non-
Catholic neighbors. We claim, and
rightly so, to possess privileges not
shared by them—an infallable “guide
in faith and morals, seven sacraments,
the sacrifice of the mass. People will
judge of the value of these things by
the quality of our conduct. Even
those who hate us, even the profes-
sional  traducers of  the Catholic
Church, will demand, and with justice,
that  we shall have done more than
others. And if we fail—but no, that
cannot  be.  We, the successors of
the men whose heroism in the face of
barbarous warriors first saunctified the
s0il of Ontario; we, the French sons
of Crusaders; and we, the Irish and
Scoteh sons of ‘Penal Law martyrs;
we Catholics who are the leirs  of
nineteen centuries of Christian hero-
ism—w¢  cannog  fail. Therefore en-
Tist.

The present moment is the oppor-
tune time for our Catholic societies
of men to undertake in the most earn
est manner possible the work of re-
cruiting. There is especially one
society that I would appeal to, that
society with a martial name, which
aims at bringing_within its fold all the
leading Catholic men of this country
—The Knights of Columbus. A knight
is a gentleman who is a Christian sol-
dier in a noble cause. Our cause—
the defence of the liberty and integ-
rity of Canada and the British Em-
pire, the liberation of martyred Bel-
gium, and the protection of our allies
—is a noble cause. A quarter of a
million of Christian soldiers are re
ruired at the Canadian recruiting of-
fice. Answer the call, Kunights of
Columbus. Half a million soldiers
from Canada will mean one fourth of
all Canadian ditizens of 21 years of
age or over. Have one-fourth of the
Knights of Columbus enlisted?  Or
if  not, when will that proportion he
attained? 1 ask as o [riend and
member of the society. If at the end
of the war it should be found that the
proportion of Canadian Knights oi
Columbus under colors is less than the
average proportion of the nation, it
will be necessary for that Society tc
purity its ranks by wholesale espul
>lons or to drop the wora Knight from
its title. Sir Knights, if the call to
arms comes to  you as a command
volunteer at once, or you are neither
Knights, Canadians or Catholics. If
owing to_your position or duties the
call comes to you not as a command,
but as a counsel which-it is permitted
to follow, then, Sir Kuights, to arms!

The €atholic men’ of Canada must
8o act today, that in future genera-
tions their descendants may look back
to their heroic sacrifices  and ex
claim:

“Bliss was it in that dawn to be alive,
But to be young was. very heaven.”

Catholic Chaplains

When Catholic soldiers are properly
provided with  Catholic chaplains,
their religious. interests are just as
safe in the trenches of Flanders as
u the sueets of Ottawa. . We all
know, however, how the uureasonable
delay of the British War Office in
supplying Irish Catholic soldiers with
a .sufﬂl:ienl number of Catholic chap-
lains delayed in the ecarly wmonths ot
the war recruiting in Ireland very
considerably. It would appear that
the Catholic Canadian soldiers who
were in France last year were not ad-
tuately supplied with Catholic chap-
lains. As soon, however, as the atten-
tion of our Minister of Militia was
called to the fact, a number of addi-
tional Catholic chaplains were ap-
pointed.  Catholics have very real
and very specific needs in this regard.
Just as it is necessary for Catholic
soldiers to wash, and be fed, and be
cared for when sick, so, also, it is
necessary that they be%given an op-
portunity of receiving the Sacraments
of Penauce, Holy Eucharist and BEx-
treme Unction. A rogiment of the
most splendid non-Catholic chaplains
in the world could not shrive, housel
or anncal a single Catholic soldier.
Catholic soldiers, no matter where
they are, need the Catholic chaplain,
and no matter what the danger is,
must have him. There is every reason
to believe, however, that the Canadian
Government is hoth willing and anx-
lops to keep Catholic troops provided
with a proper number of their own
chaplains.  As long as there be  a
suflicient number of Catholic chap-
lains, Catholics need not worry about
the religious condition of their sol-
diers. Personally, should the Minister
of Militia see fit to make use of my
services, 1 would he willing to be
chaplain to a hody of Catholic sol-
diers from the Ottawa Valley or from
any other part of Canada, and be
ready to vouch to the parents, wives
aud relatives of those men, that since
they had made the sacrifice of be-
coming soldiers, they were all the
better Christians,

ABIUT MONTENEGRD

 COISUL INTERVIENED

MONTREAL, Jan. 12.— Capt. AT
V. Seferovitch Consul-General  for
Montenegro in)New York, arrived at
the Ritz-Carlton on Saturday from
Halifax. He was in the previous Bal-
kan war, and is now represented in the
trenches by his nineteen-year-old-son
and other members of his family. Dis-
cussing the sitnation at home, the
Consul-General says that this country
has been at war fer practically four
years. As everybody kunows, the little
kingdom has declared war against
Germany, Austria, Turkey and other
foe of the Allies who may show his
nose ahove ground. Montenegro has
now a population of half a million, hav-
ing received 200,000 additional by the
acquisition of  territory from Turkey. !
The Consul-General thinks that if Rus-|
sia and the Great Powers do the!
right thing by their brave little ally,
it should have many more of its peo-
ple brought back to their Fatherland
whepn the last word of the big war is
said. The army is composed of fifty|
thousand men, made up of five divi-
sions, the battalions being named aftgr|
the villages from > which they come.
That number is now intact. The
soldiers fight on almost nothing, as
luxuries in the army of King Nicholas
are a rare commodity. “We love our
King and our country,” said the Con-
sul-General, *and hate the Teutons
and the Huns, and there is not a man
or woman in the kingdom today who
would not willingly die to defeat the
enemy."”

Many women accompany their hus-
bands on the march and even to the
trenches, and sometimes, when they
can get two rifles, the wife loads one
while the soldier husband blazes away
with the. other. Although very poor
and without a surplus of food, the
Montenegrins  have done nobly by
their fellow Slave in Serbia, and to-
day there are no less than 1,500,000
Serbian refuges within the boundar-
iers of Montenegro. Consequently the
latter country finds it very difficult to
exist with all this abnormal popu-
lation on her hands. The reservists
throughout the United States, to the
number of seven thousand, and three
thousand in Canada, have responded
to their country’s call, and. have gone
home to fight, making great sacrifices
in doing so, for in many cases it was
difficult for the home government to
pay for the soldiers’ return. Montene
grins in the Dominion are mostly en-
gaged in mining in the Youkon, Co-
balt, or other mining sections. The
Consul’s experience is that his’ coun-
trymen are well liked in the mining re
gions.as they are sober,quitc and more
intelligent than the Bulgarians.

““Are vou not a small people to
have a king?” he was asked.

“We are a very democratic paople
and a republic would cost quite as
much,” was the answer. “King Nich-
olas, who is now seventy-six years old,
is one of the most democratic of sov-
ereigns. He walks out and talks with
his people daily, and oune heing able
to approach him when i n trouble. The
king is a poet as well as a warrior. He
marches still with the troops when the
occasion offers, the soldiers being wild
with delight when the king is at their
head. The religion of the country is
the Greek church and at one time we
were ruled by a bishop, for becoming
a kingdom we were but a principality
and hé head of the state did not lay
claim to kingly honors.”

“l suppose you have religious free-
dom?”

“Quite so, Every demonstration is
protected, and life is safe in ail parts
of the country. There are a few Mo-
| hammedans, a few Jews and also somie
Roman Catholics, but freedom of wor-
ship is vouchsafed to everyone in our
country.”

ALLIES WILL WIN.

Being asked what he thought of the
situation in  general, Consul-General
Seferovitch replied that the Allies
would ultimately win, but he says that
Canada should lose no time in getting
her half million men at the front, first,

even in Berlin, at the present stage of
the war, and, further because Ger-
many will be able to arm another half-
million in Asiatic Turkey, where therc
have always been plenty: of fighting
men, but very little equipment and
ammuuition. The blows Canada will be
able to strike will no doubt hasten the
ond of the war.

The Consul-General thinks that Ru-
mania will eventually cast in ler lot
with the allied nations, one  reason
being that over three million fellow-
Rumarniang in Hungary have for hun-
dreds of years been dreaming of 1lib-
erty from the yoke of the Hopsburgs,
and if the Dual Monarchy breaks up
at the close of the year, these Rumani-
ans will be taken in by the parent
state should the latter throw in her
lot with the Allies. The Hungarians
are more cruel and oppressive than
even the Austrians or Germans,
~There is great sympathy in Mon-
tenegro for England and admiration as
well. Tt was Gladstone who took up
the Montenegrin question, and Great
Britian’s  recognition at that time
meant ‘much to the little country.

Capt. Seferovitch comes direct from
Halifax, where Premier Murray main-
fested a warm interest in the people
of Monlenegro, and gave the Consul-
General a letter to Sir Lomer Gouin.
This evening the bearer will leave for
Quebece to interview: the prime minis-
ter. Ho will probably  on his return
address several meetings. The Con-
sul-General speaks = English, French
and Italian fluently, as well as several
other tongues. o ¥
